The East Hampton Arts & Culture Commission Meeting was held on July 18, at the Town Hall meeting room.  There were 7 members present: Sheila Tomlinson, Shirley Brooks, Monica Kangley, Carol Lane, Val Bozzi, Kevin Gunning and Elizabeth Sennett.  Melissa Pionzio and student liason Steven Kelly were unable to attend. 

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 P.M. by Monica Kangley.   Elizabeth Sennett volunteered to record the minutes of the meeting.  Members read and approved the May 16 and June 20 minutes.  There was no public comment.

The Freedom of Information Workshop Handouts were distributed. 

Kevin Gunning presented a report on the “rack cards”.  He told of the prices he had found to get them made at “Overnight Prints.” He told the group of the various prices for the various amounts.  There was discussion of the pros and cons of purchasing different quantities.  Shirley Brooks made the motion to purchase 1000 cards for $85.45.  It was seconded by Kevin Gunning.  Kevin will handle the design and purchase the cards.  He will put a visual arts photo on it as well as all of the performing arts.

The Old Home Day Meet and Greet went well.  We purchased a tent for the group and Val is storing it.  

The “Conducting a Community Cultural Assessment” Work Kit was discussed at some length.  There was discussion of contacting town officials regarding proceeding in this direction.  The group felt that perhaps the best avenue to get cooperation from the public would be a wine & cheese gathering in October at the Middle Haddam Library.  Contact with art groups would give us a great deal of feedback as to what the Commission could do to support and promote the arts in East Hampton.  We would try to get participation from many groups. Sheila is going to contact Janet regarding this event.

Under new business Sheila Tomlinson asked if we would like to present Wade Russo again.  He did such a fabulous program last year.  Shirley made the motion that we proceed with plans to get him for a program on Tuesday, September 10th.  Carol seconded the motion and it carried.  Sheila will see if it is possible to get him and Monica will check about the availability of the Community Room on that date.

Val Bozzi asked if it is a mandate that we have a meeting every month in the summer.  The group thought it is necessary to proceed with our endeavors.  

Under Commissioner's reports it was mentioned by Shirley that the Historical Society may install five signs in the future to designate East Hampton Historic Districts.  They also have a Quilt Show coming up.  Val mentioned that Podium Players need storage space for costumes as they have lost their space.  Elizabeth mentioned that the East Hampton Art Association will be presenting an oil painting demonstration by Jacqueline White on September 25  at 7:00 P.M. in the Community Room.
