The East Hampton Art Association will host a program at its next meeting on October 22, at 7:00 P.M. at the East Hampton Community Center at 105 Main Street featuring Katherine Simmons of Glastonbury who will paint a landscape in oils. The Chatham Historical Society will host a History Day/Witch Hazel Festival on Sunday, Oct. 19 at its museum spaces on Bevin Boulevard starting at noon. Features live music and demonstrations. The Goff House is going to try to plan First Fridays in the Village events, which would include activities and shopping opportunities in the village every first Friday of the month. Hopefully all the businesses in the village center will be interested in participating. 

The meet and greet was then held, which concluded at 8 p.m. It was an intimate but pleasant gathering, with many ideas shared.
