Public Remarks - None
4.
Capital Transfer Request for Senior Center furniture and room divider 
($23,000)* 


Jeff Jylkka discussed the transfer request from the capital reserve fund contingency to the 
senior center account.  JoAnne Ewing was before the BOF and discussed the room dividers 
and the furniture being requested.  Frank Grzyb advised the BOF of what has been paid 
to date.  Mary Ann Dostaler noted if the allocation was for cost overruns and these 
items 
were not considered to be cost 
over runs, it would not be appropriate to fund these capital 
items from the initial $100,000 authorization from the debt sinking fund being discussed.  


Mary Ann Dostaler moved, seconded by Tim Csere to approve the Capital Transfer Request 
for Senior Center furniture and room divider in the amount of $23,000 to transfer 
$23,000 from the capital reserve fund to contingency for the senior center partition 
and 
furniture.


Discussion:


Patience Anderson asked if there was an advantage to doing this as opposed to leaving it 

in the capital budget.  Mr. Jylkka stated this is within the capital budget it’s just moving 
funds that are available into contingency coming out of this year’s capital budget and 
not next years.

The motion approved 6-1-0.  Patience Anderson was opposed.
5.
Discussion and deliberate on the 2012-2013 proposed budget-  

Keith Hayden presented to the BOF that he believes hiring this position in the long run is 
going to save money and improve the services to the town.  The proposed amount for 
this position is $103,613, an increase $43,613.  However Mr. Hayden has a decrease in 
the roadway material fund in the amount of $40,856.  Mr. Hayden proposed to partially pay 
for that increase with a decrease the materials budget.  Mr. Hayden feels it’s extremely 
important to have engineer services in house.  The members of the BOF discussed the 
position and other options that might work in replace of this position.  

The BOF asked Mr. Hayden about the proposed work at Sears Park. 

Joanne Barmassie, stated that Mr. Hayden has been an employee of the town for 3 years, 
knows what he is doing, and is confident and knows what this town needs, has the vision 
to look forward, and a decision like this is monetary but is also based on trust of our 
employees knowing that Mr. Hayden is doing a good job, knowing that he is looking 
forward to what the town needs in hiring such a person, and feels the benefits outweigh 
any price increase in the budget, and fully supports this proposal to hire the engineer.

Scott Minnick, 28 South Main Street, stated that if the BOF was to reach out to the public 
and educate them that there is a long term plan that would help the roads in the town at a 
minimal cost at the beginning and perhaps saving money towards the end this long term 
project, he thinks that most people would be in favor of that, and also supports the hiring 
of the engineer.


Bill Marshall, brought to this meeting the most recent strategic school profile, and shared 
those numbers with the BOF.  This information can be found on the State of Connecticut’s 
website.  

The BOF discussed the EDC Consultant verses having it be a staff position.  John Weichsel 
understood it to be the consensus that it rather be an employee.

Discuss and take possible action on the budget content for the April 2, 2012

The BOF discussed purchasing 50 yard signs to be placed around town to encourage the 
public to go and vote.
