1. Call to Order – Chairman Greeno called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

3.  Community Innovations Grant –   Chairman Greeno stated that the money is available and suggested planning for bigger initiatives for promoting clean energy and solar with the funding from the town grants.
4. Web Site – Javette Allen stated that she met with Sue Berescik and submitted to her the missions and goals and that they discussed other links to support the information being provided on the web site pertaining to clean energy. Mr. Maniscalco stated that he is considering adding an HVAC system in the municipal buildings which would result in a large capital expenditure.  A discussion followed regarding energy saving programs that would help with the funding of the project.
6. Natural Gas-
Chairman Greeno stated that he reached out to Yankee Gas and was referred to CNG to no avail. Mr. Maniscalco attended the CNG public hearing and provided the CEO of CNG with his contact information.  
7. Street Light Inventory- The members are still in the process of doing the street light inventory and stated that it should be complete by next months’ meeting and the results will be reviewed at that time.
8. Energy Fair/Clean Communities- The members discussed promoting clean energy efforts and solar to the Chamber of Commerce, schools, churches, Rotary, PTO and Earth Day.  Javette Allen agreed to put together ideas for the upcoming Energy Fair and will make it available for discussion at the next meeting.
9. High School- Mr. Maniscalco informed the members of the next High School project meeting on Oct 17th.  Vice-Chairman Dawidowicz stated that he would attend the meeting.  
10. New Business- Mr. Dawidowicz inquired about having attire printed or embroidered with the town logo as well as a reference to CETF.  The members discussed possible designs and funding for the project.
