1.   Call to Order – Chairman Greeno called the meeting to order at

2. Approval of Minutes: July 2014 – Chairman Greeno motioned to approve the July 2014 minutes as written, seconded by Vice-Chairman Dawidowicz  Vote:  4-Yes, 1-Abstain (Javette Allen was not present at the July meeting).   Motion passed.
3. Spring/Fall CEC Campaigns Roll Out- Martin Podskoch made a motion for CETF to adopt the CT Solar Challenge, seconded by Vice-Chairman Dawidowicz. Vote: 5-Yes; 0-No Motion passed.  The members discussed the contract and process for adopting the CT Solar Challenge.  
a. Haddam Neck Fair – The members discussed the dates and hours of the fair and the staffing of the booth.  Martin Podskoch stated that he would contact Maggie from Solar CT to get pamphlets, banners, sign-in sheets and possible staffing for the event.  The members agreed that there needs to be a press release for the upcoming events.  Vice-Chairman Dawidowicz stated that he would write a press release and reach out to Elizabeth at the Rivereast.

e. Solar Initiative- The members agreed to have a workshop at Sears Park on Oct. 18th from 1-4 p.m.  Martin Podskoch will confirm the date with Parks and Rec.  There will be another workshop at the library in October, Javette Allen will contact the library for dates and times.  Vice-Chairman Dawidowicz and Peter D’Addario will be presenting to the Rotary on September 17th.  
4. Use of Clean Energy Grant- The members discussed the cost of refreshments, the magician’s hours, LED lights to hand out as well as the CETF shirts.  They budgeted the amounts needed for each event. 
5. High School Update –
Geothermal Discussion – Bill Marshall was present and provided the members with an update on the High School project.  He stated that the final plan went to the state on 7/21/14 and is under review.  He stated that the project will go out to bid in October.  He also stated that the building committee is supportive of geothermal but that it may not be funded.  The members discussed going to the Board of Finance meeting on August 19th to present to them the financial benefits of geothermal and the possibility of bonding.
