1. Call to Order – Chairman Greeno called the meeting to order at 5:07 p.m.

3. Power Down/Solar Up Discussion-

Bulb Turn in Event June 6- The members discussed where to set up, when to arrive and who will be covering the event.
Green Tie Event Planning June 18- The event will take place at Angelico’s from 6:30-8 p.m. on June 18th.  The members discussed inviting members of the Town Council, Board of Ed., Board of Finance, Chamber of Commerce and homeowners with solar.  Vice-Chairman Dawidowicz volunteered to work on the guest list. 

4. Clean Energy Design Group Update – Jim Holtzman – Jim explained the fluctuation in the rate structure and how it relates to project financing.  The members were given a site plan of the Memorial School with the proposed mounted solar panels along with a brief explanation of the potential project.  He went on to advise the members that in order to obtain ZREC’s from Eversource for this project, an application needs to be submitted by the June 18 deadline.  Chairman Greeno made a motion to authorize the Clean Energy Design Group to put in an application to Eversource for the award of AREC’s for a project that is contingent upon the approval of the Board of Education and the Town Council for an 80 kilowatts installation at the Memorial School.  The motion was seconded by Vice-Chairman Dawidowicz.  Vote:  4-Yes; 0-No; 1-Absent.  Motion passed.
5. New Business – Peter D’Addario will follow up with Denise Russo about participating in Old Home Days.  Martin Podskoch submitted a bill/invoice for signs that were made.  Chairman Greeno signed off on the bill/invoice and stated that he would submit it to the finance department for payment.
