Call to Order and Pledge of Allegiance
Chairman Burnham called the meeting to order at 6:32 PM in the Town Hall Meeting Room.

Approval of Minutes
A motion was made by Mr. Chicoine, seconded by Mr. Adams, to approve the minutes of the January 7, 2016 meeting as written.  Voted (4-0) in favor

Plan Reviews
A. Airline Cycles Signs - Applicant Brian Holdt of Airline Cycles, 2 Barton Hill Rd., presented a proposal to place three signs around his new business, which is to be located in the Goff House.  Mr. Holdt explained that his business will offer bike rentals, sale of new and used bikes, and bike repair services.  He hopes that the addition of his business, scheduled to open in early April, will help promote the Airline Trail and provide opportunity to bring more people to the Village Center.  He also presented in front of the Planning and Zoning Commission at their meeting held on March 2.

Mr. Holdt presented a banner printed with his proposed sign graphics.  Consensus was that the lettering design and coloring is appropriate for the location.  Mr. Holdt described the size and placement of the three signs he intends to display.  The largest sign (10' X 2.5') is to be placed on the side of the Goff house that faces Main Street.  He explained that this sign is to be made of a laminate material with a plastic core and a frame of white aluminum.  One of the smaller signs (28" X 6")  is to be mounted on the fence at the top of the stairs and the third sign (28" X 6") is to be mounted on a split-rail fence of natural cedar, yet to be constructed.  He also plans to add a concrete extension for safety purposes and plantings for aesthetic appeal.

After reviewing the proposal, the Board offers the following recommendations:
1) The material of the large sign is a concern.  More appropriate would be a material that will blend into the exterior of the existing building and better match the architectural style of the historic building, perhaps wood or like-wood material .
2) The two smaller signs are needless.  Instead, a hanging sign attached to the corner of the building would be more effective and visually appealing.
3) If lighting is added, gooseneck-style lighting with full cut-off is recommended for mounting above the large sign, taking care to mount high enough that the fixtures won't block the lettering.

A motion was made by Chairman Burnham, seconded by Mr. Hill to accept the recommendations.  Voted (4-0) in favor

Continued Business
A.  Developing DRB Standards List - This topic is to be continued at the next meeting.

New Business
The Board invited Mr. LeConche, Building Official, and Mr. DiCarli, Planning and Zoning Official, to be audience to a fifteen minute presentation by the Board regarding the DRB Standards List and the role of the DRB.  Mr. LeConche was receptive to the idea and indicated he would work with Mr. DiCarli to arrange next steps.
