1.  Call to Order
Vice Chair Rooth called this regular meeting to order at 6:35 p.m.  

2.  Approval of Minutes:  January 15, 2013 and March 19, 2013 Regular Meetings
A motion to table the approval of the minutes of the January 15, 2013 meeting until Town Manager Maniscalco can check on procedure, as only two of the present members would be able to vote  was made by Ms. Bell, seconded by Mr. Gooch, Vote: Yes: 4, No: 0; Abstain: 0, motion passed. 
A motion was made by Mr. Tegolini to approve the March 19, 2013 minutes as presented, seconded by Mr. Gooch; Vote: Yes: 4; No:0; Abstain: 0, motion passed. 

3.  Public Comments - None 

4.  Town Manager Report
Town Manager Maniscalco reported he has gone forward with the purchase order for the electric vehicle charging station.  He also reported that of 52 applicants for the Police Chief position, the pool is now down to two candidates.  The interviewing process for the Facilities Manager will begin by the end of the week; and the Town will be accepting applications for the Public Works Director until May 3, 2013.  Parks and Recreation are in the process of hiring life guards and seasonal employees and the project at Sears Park begun today.  
5.  Old Business 

a.  Discussion and Recommendation of Draft Assessment Deferral Ordinance.  
Discussion ensued regarding the draft provided.  (Copy has been made part of these minutes.)  All efforts will be made to ensure the ordinance is clear and precise; easily understood.  Applications would go to EDC first, then Town Council.  Planning and Zoning would most likely be involved in this process as well.  It was the consensus of the group that there would be an additional workshop on this proposed ordinance, an update given to Town Council and the Commission would plan to vote on the ordinance at their net regular meeting on 5-21-13.  
A motion was made by Mr. Tegolini to send the chair to the next regular Town Council meeting to update them on the progress of the tax abatement ordinance; seconded by Mr. Gooch; Vote: Yes: 4; No:0, Abstain: 0, motion passed.  

A motion was made by Mr. Gooch to hold a workshop on 5-7-13 at 6:30 p.m. (location to be determined); seconded by Mr. Tegolini; Vote: Yes: 4; No: 0; Abstain: 0, motion passed.  

A motion was made by Ms. Bell to vote on the Tax Abatement Ordinance at the EDC meeting on 5-21-13; seconded by Mr. Tegolini; Vote: Yes: 4; No: 0; Abstain: 0, motion passed.  

Chair Rooth asked all members to review all research material by 5-2-13; send comments to her by email, and she will compile for presentation to the Town Council for progress update
6.  New Business 

a.  Possible Funding for Town Website
Town Manager Maniscalco spoke about the renovation of the whole Town’s website.  At present, there is no one person responsible for the content; each department does their own.  The Town Manager’s office posts meetings, minutes, and items on the “front page”.  He mentioned that our Town librarian is putting the content in order; working towards transferring content.  Mr. Maniscalco explained how this “refresh” would be done and the cost involved.  
After discussions, Mr. Gooch made a motion to expend $1,500 (one time cost) to support the rehabilitation of the web site; with EDC reviewing the website content; seconded by Mr. Tegolini.  Vote: Yes: 4; No: 0; Abstain: 0, motion passed.
