Approval of Minutes:

New Engine: Chairman Salafia stated that the truck is in town and is waiting to be outfitted. Mike Rich stated a purchase order for nozzles, fittings etc. has been requested and stated that he is waiting to hear from the Chief to proceed.

Old Business:

Awards Program Documentation and Review: Chairman Salafia stated that the final report from Marcum and thinks it would be beneficial to hold a workshop on January 28th at 6:30 p.m. to review the recommendations.
Fire Extinguisher Contract – Commissioner Germain stated he contacted the town manager who said as long as a qualified person is used then there would be no issues using a department member. Commissioner Germain stated that Roybal and Shipman’s have been in business over 60 years and Emergency Services in business since 1990.  In talking to the vendors he did make sure they all understood what was being bid on (monthly, annual fees. etc.)  Assistant Chief McGahee reiterated that he just wanted to make sure the low bidder understood to specifications as not to hurt the vendor.
A motion was made by Darin Hurne and seconded by Steve Palmer to adopt Emergency Services for the Fire Extinguisher contract. Vote 4-0 in favor 1 abstention.
Emergency Management Vehicle – Fire Marshal Klotzbier stated that it’s still getting equipment installed. Chairman Salafia tabled to the next meeting.
Budget – Chairman Salafia stated he will be sitting down with the Chief to discuss the upcoming budget.
