Present: Chairman Brett Salafia, Richard Dufour, Eric Germain, Darin Hurne and Steve Palmer
Others Present:  Chief Greg Voelker, Deputy Chief Brian Bochinski, Hunt Voelker, John Basso, Mike Rich, Marty Voelker and 
Chairman Brett Salafia called the special meeting to order at 8:00 p.m. at Company #1 on Barton Hill Road.

Possible Acquisition of New Tanker:

Chairman Salafia stated that when the engine was picked up and Pierce inquired what the town’s future apparatus needs were. They offered considerable discount on three pieces of apparatus. The town manager wanted to make sure that an apple to apple comparison could be made over the three Pierce Vehicles. Chief Voelker presented and reviewed the vehicles being offered by Pierce and compared for the Commissioners. (A comparison spreadsheet is attached to these minutes.) The truck that is currently here was originally built for a department in Massachusetts. Chief Voelker stated there are also a number of items that still need to be added to the 348 Peterbuilt (but can be added to any of the vehicles). The list of additions will be made part of these minutes as well as the cost of Firematic doing the work on the truck. Chief Voelker stated that he intends to place this apparatus at Company 2 as backup pump apparatus and move Tanker 2 at Company 1. Chairman Salafia stated that if the Commission vote is favorable it would allow the Town Manager to send a non-binding letter of agreement to Pierce to hold this truck while we go through the Finance Committee and Town Council. A brief discussion followed.
A motion was made by Eric Germain and seconded by Richard Dufour to make a recommendation to the council and town manager to approve not to exceed $251,000 for the purchase of a Peterbuilt tanker stock number 24243. Vote 5-0 in favor.
