Call to Order
Vice Chairperson Michele Barber called the meeting to order at 5:33
Public Remarks 
Bill Marshall, Fairlawn Avenue, speaking as the Board of Education liaison.  At the last BOE meeting the question was raised asking if in the future there was a need to add onto the building could that be done.  Ms. Abraham stated anything is possible, however with the state providing over half of the monies needed right now and this is what was approved at the referendum.   Glenn Gollenberg stated he would further review and will discuss at the next meeting further.  
Bill Marshall, Fairlawn Avenue, stated he understood that Berlin and Wethersfield has obtained waivers to received funding, even though they were over the space, similar to the situation that East Hampton is in.  Jim Giuliano is familiar with the waivers Mr. Marshall is speaking of and will further investigate to see if this is something that East Hampton qualifies for.
Linda Chambers, 105 South Main Street, as a teacher at the High School, expressed concerns from changing the classrooms from 7 to 6 Science labs.  Ms. Barber asked Mr. Fidler what the impact is on scheduling for labs and space.  Mr. Fidler roughed out scheduling with 6 labs based on the number of students currently, and it is tight and is not a perfect situation; however there is enough space to make everything happen.
Stephen Kelley, Smith Street, comment that he has been hearing from teachers that they are unaware of what is taking place and asked the board to communicate to them.  Ms. Barber stated all meetings are published and open for the public, in addition to all minutes and recordings are available at town hall for review.  
Kyle Dostaler, 56 William Drive, commented on the talk at the Town Council level about deferring this project, and Mr. Dostaler hopes that this criticism from that level doesn’t slow this committee down and the members continue along doing what you are doing in this professional manner.
Review and Approve Minutes from  January 16, 2014
A motion was made by Ms. Abraham, seconded by Mr. Gauthier, to approve the minutes for January 16, 2014. Voted (5-0-2) Motion unanimously carried. Mr. Zimmerman & Mr. Seydewitz abstained.

A motion was made by Mr. Gauthier, seconded by Mr. Karney, to move forward with the Chilled Beam System.  Voted (8-0-0) Motion unanimously carried.  

There was discussion on the geo thermal option.  (See Attached)
Marty Podskoch, 43 O’Neill Lane, stated he has geothermal heating in his existing home in addition to solar power.  Mr. Podskoch discussed the current electricity that he is making at his home now.   He feels this board should set the standard for geothermal, and invited any of the members of the committee to his home to see how his system is working.  
Ms. Abrahams stated to Mr. Podskoch that she feels they agree with his comments, however when this went to referendum, geothermal as not budgeted in.  
The effects of the overall budget will be discussed at the next meeting scheduled for February 6, 2014, 5:30pm in the East Hampton High School Library.
