A meeting was held on April 18, 2012 at Chatham Acres.  The meeting opened at 6:00pm.  Members present were Patricia Dufour, Tom Denman, Ann McLaughlin, Jo Ann Ewing, Monica Kangley and Judie Bobbi.
Minutes:
A motion was made by Mr. Denman to approve the minutes of March 21, 2012.  Ms. Kangley seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Public Comments: 
None

Bills and Communication:
SHRP sent a letter that we did not make the first cut for the applicants.  There will probably be another round that we could resubmit the application for.  Ms. Bobbi noted that it was recommended that it could benefit by using a consultant familiar with all the necessary steps of the application.
The Housing Authority received a letter regarding the reappointment of Ms. Ewing to the Board.

Ms. Bobbi sent off the letter requested by CHFA regarding the using of funds to possibly purchase the adjacent property if a bid is accepted from us.  The funds would only be considered a loan from the Reserves of Chatham Acres and Bellwood Court and would have to show on the books.  We also need to address if we have enough reserves according to our Capital Needs Assessment Plan from 2007.

Blumenthal & Donahue Insurance Agency sent letter stating that Bernie Blumenthal has retired but will be still consulting on the insurance. 

CT Housing Authority Informational Session will be held on Thursday, May 17th at 8:30am at the CL&P Area Work Center and provide updates about billing, energy conservation, storm preparedness and educational workshops for customers.  Please let Ms. Bobbi know if you are interested as the RSVP is needed by May 11th.  A light breakfast and lunch will be provided.
Shingle claim check was received.  Ms. Bobbi did not deposit check as she wanted the Board to look at the comments.  Board feels the amount was a lot less than anticipated and would like Ms. Bobbi to contact our attorney to have him look over the claim remarks.

Cash Report:
Ms. Bobbi presented the bank reconciliation for March 2012.  The report will be filed for audit.

Old Business and New Business:
Ms. Bobbi presented Resolution 3-2012 regarding approving Smoke Free Housing.  For the time being the resolution states that current smokers will be allowed to smoke in their apartments and the Board will revisit that issue at the end of each year before recertification and re-signing of the lease agreement takes place.  Ms. Bobbi pointed out that in our state there are 16% of adults that smoke which is the lowest in New England.  Also Boston will be going smoke free in public housing which will be 32,000 units and at this time the state of Maine’s public housing is 100% smoke free.  A motion was made by Ms. McLaughlin to approve Resolution 3-2012.  Mr. Denman seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board members commended Mr. Denman for his presentation to the Town Council.
A motion was made to approve the Reasonable Accommodation Policy that was discussed in Executive Session along with the additions.  Ms. McLaughlin seconded.  Vote was unanimous.  Applications will be available to applicants or tenants who request one.  

Congregate:  Ms. McLaughlin suggested that the Housing Authority send out a letter regarding our plan for the congregate facility and a request for help in achieving this to our local senator and representative, the same for the representatives in the surrounding towns that also participated in the survey, our Connecticut congressmen and senators and the Governor’s office.  A list of the names and addressed will be forwarded to Ms. Bobbi.

Vacancy – none at this time

Ms. Bobbi noted we are now taking applications for the waiting list.

Ms. Kangley reported a drain pipe at 24 Bellwood Court is off the building.

A motion was made by Ms. Kangley to adjourn at 7:20pm.  Mr. Denman seconded.
