A meeting was held on May 18, 2012 at Bellwood Court.  The meeting opened at 6:15pm.  Members present were Tom Denman, Jo Ewing, Monica Kangley and Judie Bobbi.  Ann McLaughlin was away.  Patricia Dufour arrived later during the meeting and Mr. Denman stepped in to chair.
Minutes:  A motion was made by Ms. Kangley to approve the minutes of April 18th.  Ms. Ewing seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Public Comment:  None

Bills and Communication:
Buel CPA letter was presented.  Ms. Kangley made a motion to approve Buel CPA for the 2011 audit.  Ms. Ewing seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

CHFA requested a comment by email regarding use of reserves.  Ms. Bobbi sent a response.

Nextra has offered a lower supplier fee than we currently pay along with a rebate guaranteed for 12 months.  At present we have Spark Energy but there is no cancellation fee. Ms. Ewing made a motion to go with Nextra.  Ms. Kangley seconded.  Vote was unanimous.
Comcast is increasing bulk cable fee by 5%.

Cash Report:  Ms. Bobbi presented the bank reconciliation for April 2012.  Report was reviewed and filed for audit.

Old Business and New Business:

Our first “reasonable accommodation” has been processed and the request meets the conditions of the application.  

Ms. Bobbi has received complaints regarding family members of a tenant parking in the tenant parking area.  Requests have been made to tenant to make sure family members park in the designated area which at this time are still not being followed.  A motion was made by Ms. Kangley to send a letter and post the rules regarding tenant parking.  Ms. Ewing suggested we could look into some sort of ID tag for tenants.  Ms. Dufour seconded.  Vote unanimous.

Ms. Bobbi noted that in our ad for applicants that is currently running, she has added we are smoke free housing.
Smoke Free Housing Policy was given out to the Board for review.  The policy when approved will be sent in the mail to each tenant to sign and return to the office by a specified date acknowledging that they have received it.

Congregate:   Ms. Bobbi presented copies of letters to the Board for review that will be sent out to Governor Malloy and our current legislators for East Hampton and the survey towns.  Ms. Ewing made a motion to approve sending the letters.  Ms. Kangley seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Vacancy – one to be filled in June.

Ms. Kangley said she had a request from Ms. Brazal regarding direct deposit of pay checks.  Board agreed if it is done, prior to the deposit be made, time sheets must be in and reviewed by one of the Board check signers.

June Banquet will be held on June 20th at 5:30pm at Angelico’s Lake House.  Nominations and election will take place at the meeting; RSVP by June 15th.

Mr. Denman reported that he spoke with Matt Bevin and the Bevin Property has been taken off the market at this time.  They will contact us again if the situation changes as he knows the housing authority is still interested.

Mr. Denman also reported that there will be a ceremony in Meriden for Alex Roccapriore for his Eagle Project that was completed at Bellwood Court and Chatham Acres.  The Housing Authority will be getting an invitation.

A dedication of the patios may take place on June 16th; details to follow.
RSC:  Ms. Bobbi presented a report from Ms. Brazal.  A mother’s day tea was held at both complexes and a father’s day picnic is planned for June.  She thanks the Board for allowing her to attend the New England RSC Conference that was held in Rhode Island the first week in May.  She came back with much useful information from the workshops.
Tenant Commissioner:  Mr. Urban is now feeding cats outside his apartment.  Ms. Bobbi will compose letter to send.

A motion was made by Ms. Kangley to adjourn at 8:10pm.  Ms. Ewing seconded.
