A meeting was held on August 15, 2012 at Bellwood Court.  The meeting opened at 6:05pm.  Members present were Tom Denman, Patricia Dufour, Ann McLaughlin, Monica Kangley, Judie Bobbi and Jodi Brazal.  Jo Ann Ewing was absent.

Ms. McLaughlin asked to have two items inserted in the agenda; first the Everbridge system information and the Bevin property.

Minutes:  

A motion was made by Ms. Dufour to accept the Minutes of July 18th.  Ms. Kangley seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Public Comment:
Ms. Gerzabek, a resident of Bellwood Court, reported an incident on 8/3/12.  About 10pm at night there were large lights shining on the buildings which caused concern of some residents.  It turned out that it was the police department but no one asked what they were there for and the Housing Authority was not notified.  Ms. Bobbi will contact the EHPD to find out what was going on and if there is something that the EHPD and Housing Authority can do to alleviate concerns of residents if this happens again.  Maybe notification to the office could help.
Bills and Communication:
DECD has notified Housing Authority that the RSC Grant for 7/1/12 – 6/30/13 has been renewed at the same rate as last year.  Ms. Bobbi has sent in the first payment request.

CT Housing Coalition will hold its Annual Conference on October 30th at the Convention Center in Hartford.

CCRs water reports were received from Millenium Water showing that in 2011 there were no violations at Bellwood Court and Chatham Acres.  Copies have been sent to the Department of Public Health.

Ms. Bobbi reported that the proposed increase in the bulk cable has taken effect with our current bill which cost per apartment to be $36.50.  Ms. Bobbi asked that the rate be raised to $37 at recertification time next year instead of causing a change to the residents at this time.  Ms. McLaughlin made a motion to approve the raise at recertification.  Ms. Dufour seconded.  Vote was unanimous. 

CHFA sent notice to remind us to make sure our 2013 Budget is sent in by October 31, 2012.  Board members should be ready to discuss any increases or changes for next year and decide whether a holiday bonus will be given.  Ms. Bobbi will work on a Draft based on the last 12 months that the Board can look at.

Cash Report:
Ms. Bobbi presented the bank reconciliation for July 2012.  The Board reviewed and the report will be filed for audit.

Old Business and New Business:

Higgins Electric quote of $750 to upgrade the generator to run the heat pump in the community room and add some more of the outlets, especially the refrigerator was going to be included in the SHRP application but since that was not approved last April, Ms. Bobbi asked that the work be done so that it there is an outage there will be heat in the community room.  Ms. Dufour made a motion to approve the work.  Ms. Kangley seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Citizens Bank signature card is set.  Only the change of the officer’s positions had to be updated.

RSC Year End Narrative was sent to DECD by Ms. Bobbi which is required each July.

Cooper Tree Service has been contacted to check out the trimming of some of the trees.  He will take a look and get back to us with a quote.

Ms. Bobbi spoke to Larry Wagner regarding an RFP/RFQ.  He suggested that he sit down with Mr. Jylkka and Ms. Bobbi to design an RFP/RFQ that could be used for SHRP, CDGB, USDA $ or Community Development money.  He also suggested we review some of our census data our Fair Housing Marketing Plan for any revisions and contact CHFA with questions regarding energy audit.  Ms. Bobbi noted she has been working on the last two items and hopes to contact Mr. Jylkka in the next couple of weeks.
Workers Compensation rate that we are paying are in the ballpark with other companies.

Audit field work has been completed and we are waiting for the Draft Report.  The Final Audit Report should be completed by August 31st.

Chairman Denman reported that he attended the Emergency Management meeting held in July and it was mostly for the emergency responders.

Ms. McLaughlin reported that the Commission on Aging discussed the Everbridge program and making sure that everyone who needs to register does so.  Ms. Bobbi asked Ms. Brazal if she could arrange to get those registered who have cell phones as these numbers are not in the white pages.  It could possibly be done during Energy Sign up or Medicare D sign up.  

Ms. McLaughlin also wanted opinions from Board members on how they want to proceed with Bevin property.  She will contact Matt Bevin to see if he wishes to discuss the proposal.
Congregate:  Ms. McLaughlin would like to get working on details applying for congregate funds that may be available in the next round of the Governors agenda.  It looks like submissions need to be in by October 9th.

Vacancy – 2  Ms. Bobbi reported the two vacancies last month have been filled and we have two new ones.

RSC:
Ms. Brazal asked if we might purchase a projector that can be used for presentations to our residents.  After discussion a motion was made by Ms. McLaughlin to spend up to $200.  Ms. Kangley seconded.  Vote was unanimous.  Ms. Brazal also inquired if the senior van might be used by the Housing Authority on a weekend day occasionally.  We would provide the licensed driver.  Ms. Kangley suggested she talk first to Ms. Ewing.  Ms. Brazal also brought a concern from a resident regarding her neighbor smoking outside.  Ms. Bobbi noted that smoking outside was never prohibited but the ultimate goal is to go smoke free indoors and out on all housing properties but it has to done in steps.  Ms. McLaughlin noted that there were long discussions by Board members concerning all the aspects of the Smoke Free Policy before it was approved.
Tenant Commissioner:
Ms. Kangley noted a tenant at Bellwood Court has noted that he gets the exhaust fumes from the cars coming down West Drive into the project.  Ms. Kangley asked about putting up a barrier fence.  Other Board members suggested maybe shrubs like yews.  Board members will check the area out before the next meeting and bring suggestions.
A motion was made by Ms. McLaughlin to adjourn at 7:45pm.  Ms. Dufour seconded.
