Minutes:
A motion was made by Ms. Kangley to accept the Minutes of September 19th.  Ms. Ewing seconded. Vote was unanimous.

Public Comment:

Bills and Communication:
Millenium Water sent a letter stating that there was a delay at the DPH in processing the certification for the Operators Verification for the water system management.  Ms. Bobbi will continue to check on this.
CHFA sent notice on the yearly Tenant Profile Submission that is due each year by October 31st.  Ms. Bobbi has been working on the report for the last week and it was sent out today.

CHFA is requesting a site visit to the properties on November 16th by our Asset Manager, Jermika Williams.

Cash Report:
Ms. Bobbi presented the bank reconciliation for September 2012.  The Board reviewed and it will be filed for audit.

Old Business and New Business:
Mr. Denman noted that last month Ms. McLaughlin had said she would visit the police chief to discuss the visibility of apartment numbers at Bellwood Court.  However, she later asked the Chairman to make the visit.

Mr. Denman did speak to the chief and we will try to find a solution and maybe some signage placement to be used at Bellwood Court along with some new apartment numbers.

Congregate RFP was completed and Ms. Bobbi delivered it to DECD on October 9th.  Ms. Bobbi appreciates the help from Frank Gryb who provided us with some of the financial numbers and also Jim Carey who provided us with the prints he had on file and the Town Manager, Mike Maniscalco, for allowing us to make copies of the prints.  We now wait to see who DECD decides who they want to go forward with.
The Board went into Executive Session with a motion by Ms. Ewing, seconded by Ms. Kangley at 6:30pm.  A motion was made by Ms. Kangley to return to the regular meeting at 6:38pm, seconded by Ms. Ewing.

Sav-Mor sent us a new contract for the heat pump maintenance.  Ms. Bobbi also spoke to another contractor regarding the maintenance.  For right now the procedure can be done in house since it involves the cleaning of the filters and changing from the summer mode to winter mode.
Quarterly Financial Statement for 9/30/2012 was presented to the Board to review.  Copies have been sent to CHFA and DECD.  

2013 Budget has been completed and was emailed to each Board member to review before the vote tonight.  Ms. Ewing mad a motion to approve the 2013 Budget pending approval by CHFA.  Ms. Kangley seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Vacancy – There is currently one vacancy.  The apartment is being worked on and the new tenant will be moving in the beginning of November.  Ms. Bobbi reported, even with the numerous vacancies we have gone through since June; we still have about 10 names wait listed.

Mr. Denman reminded the Board that if we are looking to apply for CDGB or SHERP next year that Larry Wagner noted that we should have a Phase I environmental study done at both sites to see if there are any problems with asbestos or PCB’s, etc. since the state now requires this information when applying for funds.
The winter meeting schedule starts with the November meeting.  Meetings will be held at 10:30am until April.  

The November meeting will be held on the second Wednesday, Nov. 14th because of Thanksgiving.  Also, the December meeting will also be held on the second Wednesday, Dec. 12th, due the Christmas holiday.
