A meeting was held on November 20, 2013 at Chatham Acres.  The meeting opened at 11:05am.  Members present were Thomas Denman, Patricia Dufour, Ann McLaughlin, Jo Ann Ewing, Monica Kangley and Judie Bobbi.

Minutes:
Ms. Ewing made a motion  to accept the minutes of October 16th.  Ms. Dufour seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Public Comment:

Bills and Communication:
Millenium Water sent a quote for repairs and replacement of a feed line at Bellwood Court.  Ms. McLaughlin made a motion to approve the quote of $1380.  Ms. Kangley seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

CHFA sent the approval of the 2014 Budget.

Cash Report:
Ms. Bobbi presented the bank reconciliation report.  Board members reviewed and it will be filed for audit.

Old Business and New Business:
Ms. Bobbi noted that each member should have received the 2014 housing meeting schedule, the October minutes and the bank reconciliation that will be sent by email prior to the meetings.   

Chief Cox met with residents at Bellwood Court and Chatham Acres on November 13th.  A question and answer time was given and the Chief presented on the things he is trying to accomplish for his staff and the town.

Heat Pump maintenance was finished at Chatham Acres.  Bellwood had been rescheduled due to rain.

Ms. Bobbi brought up the issue of small portable heaters in the apartment.  These had been addressed years ago but may need to inform tenants again that these are not allowed.

Ms. Bobbi would like to issue paychecks on a weekly basis starting in January.  The 1st week would be held back and the checks would be made for distribution on the next Friday.  This should help with the extra week that some months have.  Ms. Bobbi will tell employees to make sure their time sheets are in by Mondays for the prior week.

CDBG :   Final work is being done on the bid documents. Wagner Assoc. is looking at a December bid advertisement.  Bid packages will be made available at the Town Hall.
Millenium Real Estate, LLC:  They will be meeting with Ms. Bobbi on Friday at 11am to discuss plans for the future rehab at Bellwood Court.  Ms. Kangley noted that some residents may be concerned if there is a loss of counter space if the same 24” stove is used at Bellwood.  Ms. Bobbi will bring that to the discussion.

Mr. Denman will meet with Town Manager to discuss the emergency access road that comes from North Main St. to the back of Bellwood Court.  There may be a need to clear some of the brush.

Ms. Ewing attended a meeting with the utility company.  It was brought out that many seniors do not see the credit mark on their bill as it is so tiny and many think it is the balance and overpay each month.  The utility said they will try to send letters to those who have large credits telling them not to pay.  Ms. Ewing also mentioned she had told the town about plowing West Drive to make sure emergency vehicles can get through.  Last year after the big storm West Drive was not plowed and the contractor who takes care of the housing had to plow his way in so he could clear the sidewalks.  Also, it is important when plowing to open the road so that two cars can get by.  
Transportation is an issue that the town will try to address for those needing a ride to appointments.  As far as bringing someone to church, this is an issue that the local churches could address for their parishioners.

RSC:
Ms. Brazal handed in a report that there is a total of 42 energy applications to date; Medicare D open enrollment goes until Dec. 7th and only a few residents are in need of change; Several SNAP recipients have rec’d termination letters erroneously by DSS as a result of the new computer system and not enough staff support to take care of clients before their time runs out.  Ms. Brazal will be helping deliver the Thanksgiving food baskets to our residents.  The Commission on Aging is looking into a grant for a free vehicle for transportation for possible medical appointments.
A motion was made to adjourn at 12:20pm by Ms. McLaughlin.  Ms. Dufour seconded.
