A meeting was held on January 15, 2014 at Chatham Acres.  The meeting opened at 11:07am.  Members present were Thomas Denman, Patricia Dufour, Ann McLaughlin, Jo Ann Ewing, Monica Kangley and Judie Bobbi.

Minutes:
Ms. Kangley made a motion was made to approve the Minutes of November 20, 2013.  Ms. Ewing seconded.  Vote was unanimous.  Ms. Bobbi noted there are no December 2013 Minutes since there was not a quorum.

A motion was made to approve the Minutes of the Special Meeting held on January 6, 2014 by Ms. McLaughlin.  Ms. Ewing seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Public Comment:  None

Bills and Communication:
We have received the updated Phase 1 Report from Chester Environmental and also the testing report from RTK Environmental for Bellwood Court and Chatham Acres.
Cash Report:
Ms. Bobbi presented the bank reconciliation for November and December 2013 for the Board review.  The reports will be filed for audit.

Old Business and New Business:
Ms. Bobbi presented a Firearms Policy that had been sent to the Board for review.  Ms. Dufour made a motion to approve the policy.  Ms. Kangley seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Stratification of Rents was discussed to raise the Base Rents for new applicants to $375 for single and $475 for the one bedroom and handicapped as of this date 01/15/2014.  Ms. McLaughlin made a motion to approve the raise from new tenants only.  Ms. Ewing seconded.  Vote was unanimous.  Ms. Bobbi suggested looking at a base rent increase for the current residents who are currently paying base rent. This increase will be discussed in the coming months and if it is decided to have an increase the process of discussion with tenants will begin in August.  There has not been a base rent increase since 2006.
The State Housing Rehabilitation Plan (SHRP) was submitted to DOH on January 13, 2014 by Millennium Real Estate, LLC on behalf of the housing authority.

CDBG contracts will soon be signed.  A motion was made by Ms. Ewing to authorize Ms. Bobbi to sign the contracts and other documents necessary for payment for the CDBG.  Ms. Dufour seconded.  Vote was unanimous.
Ms. Bobbi presented the Board with the end of year financial report for review.  Also, a packet for the Town which contains the audit for 2012, the Annual Report, the 12/31/2013 Financial Report and the check for the PILOT for the second half.  Mr. Denman will deliver the packet to the Town Manager.

Ms. Ewing would like to speak with residents at Bellwood Court and Chatham Acres regarding the trips organized by the Senior Center.  The cost of the van has gone up to $2 per one way trip.  Ms. Ewing also attended a meeting regarding the mandated reporting of elder abuse by any paid personal per state statute.  Ms. Ewing will send a copy of the directive to us so that we may adopt a policy for the regulation.
