A meeting was held on April 16, 2014 at Chatham Acres. The meeting opened at 6 pm.  Members present were Thomas Denman, Patricia Dufour, Ann McLaughlin, Jo Ann Ewing, Monica Kangley and Judie Bobbi.
Minutes:
A motion was made by Ms. Kangley to approve the Minutes from March 14, 2014.  Ms. Dufour seconded.  Vote was four ayes, with one abstain.

Public Comments:

Bills and Communications:
Fire Marshal was at the housing to check on the emergency lighting in the community rooms, electric boxes and plugs or extension cords.  Two emergency flood lights needed batteries and two exit lights needed to be changed. The work was completed and when the authority does the annual smoke detector check and call for aid alarm test, we will send a report to the Fire Marshal.
Grasshopper Landscaping, LLC sent a quote for mowing for 2014 and 2015.  A motion was made by Ms. Ewing to accept the contract.  Ms. Dufour seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Cash Report:
Ms. Bobbi presented the March 2014 bank reconciliation for review.  It will be filed for audit.

Old Business and New Business:
CDBG update:  Ms. Bobbi reported that the bids were opened on 4/11.  Four bids on the roofing were received.  The low bidder was Beaulieau Company from Manchester.  If all checks out the bid will be awarded.  There were no bids received for the paving work and this will be rebid as soon as possible.  The 18 hot water heaters have been installed and we are expecting a large storage trailer to be delivered on Friday to store the shower stalls that will be coming in Friday or Saturday. The cabinets and vanities are also scheduled to be delivered in the next week or two.
The Bellwood Court/ Chatham Acres application was not chosen in this round but there is another submission date for June 30th and we plan to find out what weakness was in our prior application and resubmit.
Quarterly Financial Report for 3/31/14 was submitted to the Board for review and any questions.  The report will be forwarded to CHFA and DOH.
The annual Employee Training Day for maintenance staff will be held on May 9th at Holiday Hill in Cheshire, CT.  Ms. Bobbi would like Dion to attend.  The cost is $55.  A motion was made by Ms. Kangley to approve the cost.  Ms. Ewing seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Ms. Ewing brought up the subject of scams that some of our residents are experiencing with phone calls.  She recommended that we have Ms. Brazal ask Sgt. Doty to do a presentation at both sites.

Ms. McLaughlin mentioned there will be another Yellow Ribbon ceremony on 4/27.

Vacancy:  Since last month more vacancies; total of 5 with 3 in process of being filled.  Ms. Dufour noted that this turnover is unprecedented in all the years on the Board.  Ms. Bobbi agreed and other housing authorities are having similar turnovers.
