A meeting was held on July 16, 2014 at Chatham Acres.  The meeting opened at 6:10pm.  Members present were Thomas Denman, Ann McLaughlin, JoAnn Ewing, Monica Kangley and Judie Bobbi.  Patricia Dufour was absent.
Minutes:
A motion was made by Ms. McLaughlin to approve the minutes of May 22nd.  Ms. Kangley seconded.  Vote was unanimous.
A motion was made by Ms. McLaughlin to approve the minutes of June 18th.  Ms. Ewing seconded.  Vote was unanimous.
Public Comments:
Ms. Finn from 6 Bellwood Court discussed problem with her shower drain and regulating her stove.  The Board will discuss and Ms. Bobbi has an appointment to see her July 23rd regarding her stove.
Ms. Takes had requested to Ms. Bobbi removing the cupboard door and putting in drawers.  Ms. Bobbi had suggested getting an insert that slides in and out like a drawer rather than changing the configuration of the cabinets.  Ms. Takes said after thinking about it and talking with daughter, that’s what she would do.  She also was concerned with the ladder the maintenance use as too unstable.  Mr. Denman will talk to the guys to see what they think.
Cash Report:
Ms. Bobbi presented the May and June 2014 Reconciliations.  Board members reviewed.  They will be filed for audit.
Old Business and New Business:
RSC Grant for 2014/2015 has been issued at the same rate as last year.
Everbridge System meeting was held on 7/11 with Town Manager, Fire Marshal, Commission on Aging members Jodi Brazal, Jo Ann Ewing and Ann McLaughlin also a commissioner on the Housing Authority and Judie Bobbi Executive Director of the Housing Authority.  The meeting addressed the issue of using the system to notify residents of Bellwood Court and Chatham Acres in case of outages or other health or safety issues specific to just the two sites.  The Fire Marshal will look into establishing a group and then have a test to see how it works.  Also noted was concern for those handicap or disabled citizens living in private homes and how to reach them.  The system is only as good as the person who is willing to sign up for the program.
RAP Inspections will take place on Thursday 7/17 for those apartments who may be receiving the rental assistance.  
SSHP Application was submitted on July 14th with Department of Housing and we hope to hear from them by September 2014 as to whether we will be a recipient of some funds for work at Bellwood Court.
CDBG:  Ms. Bobbi reported the interior renovations of the bathrooms and the new stove replacement has been completed at Chatham Acres.  Currently the new roofing is in progress and the rebid for the paving will be opened on August 4th.
Vacancy – one, the applicant that signed the lease was not able to move in.
The ConnNAHRO Convention will be held on August 25th and 26th and commissioners should let Ms. Bobbi know if they are going to attend by the beginning of August so that the payment of $405 per person can be sent in.  
Ms. Bobbi hopes to get the petition posted regarding whether or not the residents want to pursue the electing of the Tenant Commissioner position which will open at the end of December 2014.
Tenant Commissioner:
Ms. Kangley asked for a correction in the newsletter regarding the tenant commissioner not being able to vote on matters of rent and other issues such as smoking.  However, according to the statute, the tenant commissioner can vote any policy except policy that has to do with rent.

Ms. Kangley asked about the heat pump cleaning.  Ms. Bobbi stated that it just has not been able to be done yet with the maintenance tied up with the contractors at Chatham, the alarm inspections and other work.  We hope to be able to do it before the end of July.
Ms. Kangley asked if there was an umbrella for the table at Bellwood.  Ms. Bobbi thought we had purchased one last year and it is probably still in the shed.  She will check with maintenance.
Ms. Kangley asked that the agenda and minutes be posted at Bellwood Court as sometimes they are not put up.  Ms. Bobbi asked Ms. Kangley if she had printer, if she would make a copy when the agenda and minutes are emailed and post at Bellwood Court.  She agreed that she could do that.
The issue asked last month regarding bare spots on the edges of sidewalks at Bellwood Court.  Ms. Bobbi will ask Grasshopper to look at it and see if the product that can be sprayed on would work for us.
Dryer Vents at Bellwood Laundry room need to be checked.  Ms. Bobbi will have maintenance take a look at them.  Also, the street lights staying on mentioned at the last meeting had been addressed with the electrician.  A new electric eye sensor has been put in and we will keep an eye on if that has solved the problem.
