Minutes:
A motion was made to accept the Minutes of October 15th by Ms. McLaughlin.  Ms. Kangley seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Tenant Commissioner:
It was brought to the attention of the Board that someone at Bellwood complained that another resident seemed to be looking in a window.  Ms. Bobbi noted that she or Ms. Brazal will have a conversation with the individual that if he was not doing this he was giving the impression of doing so and he should respect the privacy of others and could be endangering his lease.

Bills and Communications:
B&W Paving sent a letter stating that the paving could not be done until April 2015 and would be completed by May 2015.  They will honor the contract amount.

HERC- Inc. would like to do training for the Board regarding Tenant Participation in any new, rehab or renovations that may take place.  It is required that the residents get a chance to give their input.  Ms. Bobbi will send a couple of dates for January excluding Wednesdays; preferably a morning meeting.
CT Water/Wastewater Agency Response Network will hold training on December 9th in Portland from 9 to 3. 

Dainty Rubbish stopped in to give a quote on rubbish and recycling pick up.  Ms. Bobbi told them that the Housing Authority had just signed a new contract with All Waste and that we may contact them when the contract is up.

Michelangelo’s Painting gave a quote to have the Chatham Acres siding power washed for $1800.  Ms. McLaughlin made a motion to accept.  Ms. Dufour seconded.  Vote was unanimous.  Ms. Bobbi had also asked that they provide a quote for painting empty apartments but she did not yet receive it.

Home Depot sent letter notification of a possible breach of information.  Our risk is low since we do not use pin numbers, no banking information is on file and we only use the card at the register.

 Cash Report:
Ms. Bobbi presented the bank reconciliation for October 2014.  Board reviewed and it will be filed for audit.

Old Business and New Business:

It was brought up that we change our winter schedule from 11am to 10am.  Ms. McLaughlin made the motion to change to 10am from now until April 2015.  Ms. Kangley seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Ms. Bobbi reported that the 2015 Budget was approved by CHFA.

RAP Applications are being worked on by Ms. Bobbi and Ms. Brazal.  They hope to have all but a few completed before November 26th.

Radon Mitigation test results were received and the system is working.  Test results were forwarded to CHFA.

Ms. Bobbi noted that another Eagle project has been proposed to repair all the benches that had been donated years ago by the Lions Club.  Also, there will be mulch placed along the property where the previous project took place in cleaning out the borders along the stone walls.
