Minutes:
A motion was made by Ms. Dufour to approve the minutes from December 17, 2014.  Ms. Ewing seconded.  Motion carried with Mr. Maynard abstaining.

Bills and Communication:
The DOH funding that was awarded was approved at the January 12th Bonding Meeting.
Tenant Commissioner Election results were sent to the Town Manager and Town Clerk.

DRA Invoice for payment regarding the extra work for additional items with the CDBG balance.

State Auto Insurance Policy sent renewal for the Commercial package which includes property, business auto and workers compensation.  Ms. Bobbi had requested a change from the 3/1/15 start date to 1/1/15 to 1/1/16.
Ms. Bobbi is looking into a new computer as the one at Bellwood Court no longer works.

Cash Report:
Ms. Bobbi presented the bank reconciliation.  After review the report will be filed for audit.

Old Business and New Business:

HERC is planning to come out on March 5th for the training that had to be cancelled because of weather.

January 31st is the last date for applications until April 15th.

Recertification of the tenants’ incomes will begin in February through March 20th.  

Ms. Bobbi had emailed the December 31, 2014 financial statement to the Board.  Copies will also be sent to CHFA, DOH and the Town Manager.  Mr. Denman will take our copy to the Town Clerk to be notarized.  The Town will also receive the 2014 Year-end Report and an updated Housing Directory along with PILOT.
CDBG 2013 – paving is to begin in April and we hope that DOH approves some extra work with the balance of funds.

Ms. Ewing brought up some of the issues with seniors and younger people with mental problems who are applying to senior housing in our town as well as other towns.  Both of these groups need different services that we are not equipped to handle and the mixed population can be a challenge.  Ms. Ewing wants to encourage more residents from Bellwood Court and Chatham Acres to stop in at the Senior Center to enjoy the programs.  She is looking to have a program at each site to update people on what is happening at the center.  

Vacancy – one now that is planned to be occupied in February.

Tenant Commissioner:

Former Tenant Commissioner, Monica Kangley stopped in the welcome Fred Maynard in his new position.  Fred has been visiting and talking with the tenants about some of their concerns.

A motion was made by Ms. Ewing to adjourn at 11:20am.  Ms. Dufour seconded.
