A meeting was held on February 18, 2015 at Bellwood Court.  The meeting opened at 10:05am.  Members in present were Thomas Denman, Fred Maynard, Ann McLaughlin by open phone and Judie Bobbi.  Patricia Dufour and Jo Ann Ewing were absent.

Minutes:

A motion was made by Ms. McLaughlin to approve the Minutes of January 21st.  Mr. Maynard seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Public Comment:
Two residents of Bellwood Court asked about the street lights that were not working.  Ms. Bobbi noted that the electrician had found a short or break in an underground wire and had temporarily wired the front lights by the parking pole to pole until the snow leaves and the ground thaws.  Some parking issues were brought up due to snow.  Mr. Denman noted that patience is necessary due to the constant storms and the large amounts of snow.  Also an issue with too much soap in the front load washers is causing the machines to go out of order.  Ms. Bobbi stated the importance of the tenant calling the toll free number to the laundry company in order to hasten the repair. It would take at least two days after a report is made.  Ms. McLaughlin suggested that maybe the tenant could call the Tenant Commissioner to report the problem to the laundry company if they are not willing to call themselves.  Ms. Bobbi will post the Tenant Commissioner’s number on the fridge at Bellwood Court.  A question about the clearing for the bedrooms doors which Ms. Bobbi said would be taking place that afternoon.
Bills and Communication:
A notice was received from VASE about their bid portal

A letter from the Municipal Employees Retirement System noting the rate for July 1, 2015 will be 11.38% for the employer portion and the administrative charge will be $130 per covered employee.

Cash Report:
Ms. Bobbi presented the Board with the bank reconciliation for January 2015.  The report will be filed for audit.

Old Business and New Business:
Ms. Bobbi gave an update on the DOH funding.  The Housing Authority will receive the draft commitment letter in the next week.  Millennium indicated we should give our attorney a heads up that we will want him to review the papers.  DOH hopes to have signed letters by the beginning of March.

Ms. Bobbi purchased a Toshiba 8” tablet to be able to use at Bellwood Court if needed until the computer is replaced.  It can then be used if needed to bring to meetings.  The Gateway computer that we are hoping to purchase is out of stock at the moment.

The Range Extender that we have installed at Chatham Acres has been purchased for $100 to help extend the service for the residents at Bellwood Court.  They will have to purchase their own booster for their apartment which costs about $20.

Ms. McLaughlin and Mr. Maynard asked about the “no parking” sign a couple of car lengths from the corner of Gov. Bill O’Neill Drive on Route 66 to see if the sign could be moved back one or two more car lengths.  Mr. Denman will stop at the EHPD to inquire.

Vacancy -  currently 2 with 2 more next month.

Motion was made by Ms. McLaughlin to adjourn at 10:45am.  Mr. Maynard seconded.
