A meeting was held on April 15, 2015 at Chatham Acres.  The meeting opened at 6Pm.  Members present were Thomas Denman, Patricia Dufour, Ann McLaughlin, Jo Ann Ewing, Fred Maynard and Judie Bobbi.  Four Tenants were also in attendance.

Public Comments:
Resident from 6 Bellwood Court asked what the procedures should be followed for notification of a maintenance issue.  There was an issue with the bedroom door not closing tight and being drafty and no heat in the bathroom.  The maintenance person had gone to the apartment a couple of weeks ago to address the two issues and provided the Executive Director with a report which was handed to each Commissioner.  After much discussion it was decided that the resident should put the request for maintenance fixes in writing and bring to the main office or mail it to the office.  It was suggested by Ms. Ewing, to write up formal work orders to be given out to the maintenance person and a copy be kept at the office in the tenant’s file.  It was noted any fixes the tenant makes that causes damage to the apartment should be at the tenant’s expense.
Resident from 7 Bellwood Court would like to bring to the attention of the housing that some of the covering on the wires for the compressors have cracked and may need to be replaced.  Also, the resident wanted to thank Jodi Brazal, our RSC for responding to a leak on Good Friday by turning off her water under the sink in the bathroom which she was not able to do.  The repairs were made on the following Monday.

Resident from 9 Bellwood Court had asked if new toilets would be installed when the renovations take place and noted that her unit seems to run a lot.
Bills and Communication:
CHFA has a grant program, the Housing Authority Small Improvement Program (HASIP).  Ms. Brazal applied for funds for $1082 to cover the cost of a projector and screens to do presentations and also a laptop that would be utilized at Bellwood Court.  The check was received this week and Ms. Bobbi ordered and received the laptop.  Ms. Brazal will submit for ordering the other items.

JDA SRAP sent a check for April 1st for 33 tenants that have already been certified as eligible.  We probably have 20 to 24 others that we are waiting on.  
Millenium Water, our water operators, submitted a quote for replacement of the three pressure tanks at Bellwood Court.  Mr. Maynard made a motion to approve and Ms. Dufour seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Cash Report:
Ms. Bobbi presented the bank reconciliation for March 2015.  Members reviewed and it will file for audit.

Old Business and New Business:
DOH SSHP will be scheduling the Letter of Commitment for signing in the next few weeks at DOH in Hartford.
Liberty Bank Loan paperwork is still proceeding.  Ms. Bobbi and Frank Stellato from Millennium Realty will be on a conference call Wednesday 4/22/15 with Glen Davis and Deb Ewald of Liberty Bank.

B&W Paving began work Monday, 4/13 and is going as planned.  St. Patrick’s Church has generously let our residents use the Church parking lot during the week.

Fair Housing Training took place 4/9 and Ms. Bobbi attended with our two employees.  There was information pertaining to a federal regulation called HOPA (Housing for Older Persons Act) that allows elderly/disabled housing to keep to 80%/20% population.  In other words 80% should be elderly and no more than 20% be younger disabled.  This is an issue that Conn-Nahro has been a ten year battle with state legislators to allow percentages.  If the federal regulation applies, this should help CT housing that serves the elderly population.
Chairman Denman is still waiting to hear back from EHPD regarding a letter the chief was sending to the DOT on the sign for “No Parking” too close to Gov.  Bill O’Neill Drive that we requested be moved back a couple of car lengths.  Mr. Denman also noted that the Conn-Nahro Annual Convention is to be held on August 30th to Sept. 1st.  The Housing Authority Annual Meeting will be held on June 17th.  At the May meeting the Board should decide where to hold the banquet and make nominations for the election of officers which will be voted on at the June meeting.  Mr. Denman asked if anything had been sent regarding the two proposed bills by CT legislators.  Ms. Bobbi noted she would try to send an email to Melissa Ziobron as soon as she has a moment.  There has been a lot going on in the office with the paving, SRAP and the SSHP funding paperwork.

A motion was made by Ms. McLaughlin to adjourn at 7:45pm.  Ms. Dufour seconded.
