A meeting was held on May 20th at Bellwood Court.  The meeting opened at 6pm.  Members present were Thomas Denman, Patricia Dufour, Ann McLaughlin, Jo Ann Ewing, Fred Maynard and Judie Bobbi.
Minutes:
A motion was made by Ms. McLaughlin to approve the April 15th Minutes.  Ms. Ewing seconded.  Vote was unanimous.
Public Comments:
Ms. Gerzabek from Bellwood Court asked if we knew when work may be starting.  Ms. Bobbi replied we are waiting for a closing date.  After that we will begin meetings with the consultant, architect and tenants to present our plan and let the tenants have input.  Most likely work will begin in August.  Ms. Nadeau asked about the vote that will be taken regarding pets.  Ms. Bobbi stated that it is scheduled to take place this June and no one should run out to get a pet before they know the results of the vote and what rules will be enforced.  Ms. Robley asked when the work begins in the apartments if the tenant will have to pull up the carpet and move furniture.  Ms. Bobbi replied that the tenants will not.
Bills and Communication:
A reply from Representative Ziobron regarding the proposed Bill for emergency generators and use of the housing authority’s community room for political purposes.  She agrees with our opinion on these two bills. 
DRA sent invoice for the additional architectural services for the extra CDBG items added with the available funds.
 DOH Terms and Conditions papers for SSHP approved application have been reviewed by us, our attorney and consultant, signed and sent back to DOH.  We are waiting for a closing date.
Letter was sent to St. Patrick Church thanking them for allowing our residents to park in the church parking lot while the paving was being done.
Ralph Gross gave a quote for repair of the wire that was cut for the two street lights by the dumpster.  Ms. McLaughlin made a motion to approve.  Ms. Dufour seconded.  Vote was unanimous.
Conn-Nahro has solicited ads for the convention booklet.  A motion was made by Ms. Dufour to place a Patron Ad for $75.  Mr. Maynard seconded.  Vote was unanimous.
Cash Report:
Ms. Bobbi presented the bank reconciliation for April 2015.  Members reviewed and it will be filed for audit.
Old Business and New Business:
CDBG:  We have the generator installed and we are waiting on the LED fixtures for the street lights to be installed by LaPier and the new light fixtures with LED bulbs for outside the apartments which will be ordered and installed by our maintenance staff. 
Smoke Free Policy review for those that were grandfathered in when the policy was set in 2012.  Due to the renovations planned and to make the policy the same for all, a motion was made by Ms. Dufour to set the date that all apartments will be smoke free as December 31, 2015.  This would mean “No Smoking” anyone inside the apartments.  Mr. Maynard seconded.  Ms. Bobbi was asked to present the Resolution at the next meeting.  Vote was four in favor and Ms. McLaughlin abstained. 
Ms. Bobbi asked how the Board would like the parking spaces assigned at Chatham now that there are more spaces available.  The Board agreed to assign each apartment a numbered parking spot with those that have cars being able to keep the spot they currently park in.  Ms. Bobbi will notify residents what numbered spot they may use and hand out a diagram before winter so everyone knows not to park in an assigned spot when moving cars.  Visitors may use the spot that is assigned if that tenant does not own a car.  If the person has a car the visitor or worker must park in visitors parking area.
Ms. Bobbi had emailed a copy of charges that other housing authorities charge for non-emergency repairs during work time or after hours.  Board will look at it for discussion at the July meeting.  Ms. Bobbi will give Dion a copy and have him give his input.
Audit for 12/31/2014 has been done and we are waiting for the final copy to be sent.
Rent Increase Procedure and Special Meeting with Residents:   A 30 day notice will be given to each tenant for a meeting on June 22nd at Chatham Acres at 10am and June 23rd at Bellwood Court at 10am for discussion and questions.  A Resolution will be written up for the July 15th Board meeting.
Annual Meeting and Banquet will take place on June 17th at Loco Pero at 5:30pm.  Election of officers will take place at that time.  Ms. McLaughlin made a motion to keep the same slate of officers.  Ms. Dufour seconded.  Vote was unanimous.  Nominations are Thomas Denman, Chairman; Patricia Dufour, Vice Chairman; Ann McLaughlin, Treasurer; Jo Ann Ewing, Secretary.  Fred Maynard is the Tenant Commissioner who was elected by the tenants to a five year term beginning January 1, 2015.  
Ms. Bobbi will check with the Police Dept. if they could provide us with a “Stop” sign for Chatham since ours is faded. 
Vacancy:  Two at Bellwood Court and one at Chatham Acres.  Ms. Bobbi will have two filled in June.

A motion was made by Ms. McLaughlin to adjourn at 7:30pm.  Ms. Dufour seconded.
