Minutes:
A motion was made to accept the Minutes of June 17th by Ms. McLaughlin.  Ms. Dufour seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Bills and Communication:

Buel CPA sent a quote for Audit of the 12/31/2015 which will include an extra amount if the money is received for the SSHP as a state single audit if required.  Ms. Dufour made a motion to approve the quote.  Ms. Ewing seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

House Bill 6694 (Freedom of Association in Public Housing has passed and if Governor does not veto it automatically becomes law.

Department of Public Health communications regarding inspection of hydro pneumatic storage tanks.

GE sent letter to all customers regarding possible merger with Electrolux.

State Treasurer sent letter regarding the quarter ending 3/31/15.

Discount Power will be our supplier with a locked in rate of 0.0974 for 18 months.

RSC Contract received for 7/1/2015 – 9/30/2016.  The contract will remain at the previous amount.

Cash Report:
Bank Reconciliation Report for June was presented for Board review.  It will be filed for audit.

Old Business and New Business:
SSHP does not yet have a closing date set.  Millenium Realty is still going back and forth with Liberty for them to make a decision.  Glen Davis from Liberty is waiting for DOH to address questions about the SRAP.
Resolution 2- 2015 regarding modification in the “Smoke Free” Policy.  Ms. Dufour made a motion to approve.  Mr. Maynard seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Resolution 1 – 2015 regarding Base Rent change for all current and new tenants to $450 for 0 bedrooms and $480 for 1 bedroom. Motion was made to approve by Ms. McLaughlin.  Ms. Dufour seconded.  Vote was 4 yes and 1 abstain.

Quarterly Financial Report for 6/30/2015 was presented to the Board for review.
Board had a discussion on the Maintenance Procedures charges.  Ms. Bobbi asked Board members to send her their suggestions for what items we would impose charges for and how much.

Conn-Nahro Convention will be held on August 31st and September 1st.  Ms. Bobbi noted anyone who wishes to attend must contact the office by Wednesday, July 29th.
Ms. McLaughlin has spoken to Town Manger Maniscalco and he will allow a calling option for Bellwood Court and Chatham Acres for notifications of importance to just the senior housing.

Vacancy; we had 3 move-ins the beginning of July and 1 at the end of this month.  We now have 2 empty.
