A meeting was held on January 20, 2016 at Chatham Acres.  The meeting opened at 10:01am.  Members present were Thomas Denman, Patricia Dufour, Fred Maynard, Jo Ann Ewing, Ann McLaughlin on speaker phone and Judie Bobbi.

Minutes:
A motion was made by Mr. Maynard to approve the December 16, 2015 Minutes.  Ms. Dufour seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Public Comment:
None

Bills and Communication:
J & L Green River Construction provided an estimate for the damaged porch railing.  Ms. Bobbi sent it to our Insurance Company who is also the same carrier for the individual that took out the railing when her car jumped the curb.  The insurance agent has notified us that the estimate has been approved and a check will be sent in a few days.

CHFA has notified the Housing Authority that we will now be required to file a financial report for the second and fourth quarters instead of all four based on our performance of the of the property (financial/ management/ physical).

Cash Report:
Ms. Bobbi presented the Bank Reconciliation for December 2015.  Board reviewed and filed for audit.

Old Business and New Business:
A discussion regarding the usage of the town van by the Housing Authority to have our RSC do an occasional day trip, 3 or 4 times a year on a Saturday.  Ms. McLaughlin had previously spoke to the Town Manager and he thought this might be doable after checking with Mr. Jylkka, volunteers would be covered under liability but not workers comp.  Ms. Ewing questioned Mr. Maniscalco regarding this usage and feels this would not be possible.  Ms. Bobbi will ask DOH if they know of other RSCs that do trips; and our insurance carrier regarding the coverage.
Ms. Bobbi presented the Board with the end of year Financial Statement.  The Board reviewed and it will be forwarded to DOH and CHFA.

Ms. Bobbi had a person request an application for part time work.  We have been looking at using a part time worker to help with maintenance duties and maybe cover calls that occur on a weekend.  Ms. Bobbi will place an ad in the Rivereast News Bulletin.
Lenard Engineering who is doing the extensive survey work at Bellwood Court and Chatham Acres which is a requirement by CHFA who will be the mortgage holder on our loan for the upcoming renovations.  There is an area of “confusion” at the north corner of the Bellwood Court property (18’x21’) as to where the property line is.  Ms. Bobbi will be meeting with the surveyors and our attorney on Thursday to decide on a boundary agreement with the adjoining property.

SSHP Update:

The Housing Authority loan is scheduled to come before the CHFA Board meeting the end of this month.  We hope this will go forward to achieve a loan closing in March.

The Board has discussed designating smoking areas at Chatham Acres during May 1st thru September 30th.  Several residents have requested a solution to not being able to sit on their porch to enjoy the warm weather when smokers are also outside on their porch.  The Board agreed to designate 4 areas, possibly by “A”, between “B” and “C”, between “D” and “E” and the patio by the community room.  There will be a notice put out in March addressing the usage to these areas especially with disposal of butts.
Vacancy:  2 currently at Bellwood with 1 being filled in February.  Also, 2 upcoming at Chatham.

Tenant Commissioner:
Mr. Maynard reported that no one seems to know who the black truck in the visitors parking belongs to.  Mr. Denman took the license plate number and Ms. Bobbi will contact East Hampton PD.

A motion was made by Ms. Dufour to adjourn at 11am.  Ms. Ewing seconded.
