Minutes:
A motion was made by Ms. Dufour to approve the Minutes of January 20th.  Mr. Maynard seconded.  All present voted yes. Ms. McLaughlin abstained.
Bills and Communication:
Ms. Bobbi noted an invoice for 50% completion of the Survey work for Bellwood and Chatham was paid to Lenard Engineering of Glastonbury per one half of their quote.

A quote for the design of the Site Improvement and Parking was sent in the amount of $17,000.  Ms. Bobbi and Mr. Stellato from Millennium Realty, our consulting team, attended a meeting with the Town Building Department a week ago to find out what we will need to provide the Town for approval from Inland Wetlands and possible P & Z.  Ms. Bobbi and Mr. Stellato then met with Lenard Engineering to explain what will be needed in the design.  Ms. Dufour made a motion to approve the proposal.  Mr. Maynard seconded.  All present voted yes.  Ms. McLaughlin abstained.
Mr. Denman reported that he had been sworn in for a new term on the Board.  Ms. Bobbi reported that the paperwork from the Town Clerk and the State had been received.

Ms. Bobbi and Attorney Marino met at the offices of Lenard Engineering along with David Wason whose property on North Main St abuts to the back of Bellwood Court property.  There was a question on a small piece of 18’ x 21’ that will be quit claimed to Mr. Wason as it shows on some maps to be his line and on others to be in question.  Also, there is a hatchway to his basement that is over is the property line for the access road to Bellwood Court from North Main St. as an emergency access and is a walking path to the residents.  Attorney will have an easement drawn up that will be in effect as long as the property is owned by Mr. Wason.

The Annual Public Finance Conference will be held on March 31st.  

Cash Report: 
Ms. Bobbi presented the Bank Reconciliation for January 2016.  Board reviewed and it is filed for audit.

Old Business and New Business:
A proposed Project Sign design was provided by Millennium to be used during renovations.

Initial Closing List from CHFA was sent.  We are getting close to being able to close and sign documents.

The 2015 Annual Report, the year end Financial Statement, the current Housing Directory and the 2016 approved Budget was sent to the Town Manager and Ms. Bobbi was notified the Town has received them.
