4.  Communications, Enforcement and Public Comment
Communications:  
A. The IWWA received a copy of a letter to Bevin Brothers from the CT DEEP regarding the Pocotopaug Dam.  The letter indicates that the dam is in need of some maintenance work and permits may be required.
B. The IWWA received a copy of a letter to Thomas Brown, 175 Old Young Street, from James P. Carey regarding a complaint received by the Building Department.  Two weeks will be given for property owner to comply with town regulations and a follow-up inspection will be conducted at that time.

Enforcement:   Cease and Desist Order – 85 Midwood Farm Road – M18/B40/L6R-4 (Continued from 10/29/2014)  The IWWA received a letter from Ms. Morris, 85 Midwood Farm Road, on April 28, 2015.  Chairman Foran read aloud the letter, which stated that Ms. Morris requested her application be postponed until the May 27, 2015 meeting.  She also informed the agency that she hired a new engineer, James Dutton, a civil engineer from Dutton Associates, for the survey work.  In addition, she noted that an IWWA application will be submitted prior to the May meeting.

Chairman Foran updated the agency members of the site walk held at 85 Midwood Farm Road on April 22, 2015.  Ms. Morris was present, as well as James Dutton, the civil engineer of Dutton Associates.  The members walked the property, reviewed the area where the fill was placed, and observed the stream activity which appeared to be flowing around the fill that was deposited.  At the next meeting, members anticipate seeing plans that indicate the area where the fill was placed and the extent of fill used, as well as locations and results of test pits.

Agent Approval: 6 & 10 Old Marlborough Road, Roy Gauthier and Michael Foster; Land    Clearing/Grubbing within the Upland Review Area – M10A/B83A/L3 & M10A/B83A/L H-3   Agent Foran visited the site and reviewed the proposed activity, which consisted of removing two trees and over-grown bushes, leveling the ground and hydro-seeding the 50’ x 70’ area.  Agent Foran approved with conditions the proposed work.  Conditions included the installation of hay bales and/or silt fence to prevent run-off into the near-by catch basin.

A. Phosphorus Ban Ordinance:  The members discussed the phosphorus ban ordinance. Mr. Hill offered to contact the Department of Agriculture and invite the two representatives to attend a future IWWA meeting to discuss the phosphorous issue.  Chairman Foran stated to keep this item on the agenda for next month’s meeting.


      
B. Review Open Permits
Staff provided the members with a listing of active “long-form” permits that were approved with site-monitoring conditions.  A draft letter requesting compliance documentation from these permittees was also provided for review.  The members reiterated the purpose of this process, which was due to a resident bringing to the Agency’s attention an after-the-fact violation on a permitted activity, as well as, due to the lack of a Wetlands Enforcement Officer.  Letters will be mailed to active permittees requesting compliance documentation and/or site monitoring reporting.  Chairman Foran thanked staff for researching and providing materials for discussion.
