1. Call to Order:  Chairman Jeffry Foran called the IWWA Regular Meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

Present:   Chairman Jeffry Foran, Vice-Chairman Joshua Wilson, David Boule, Dean Kavalkovich, Robert Talbot, Peter Wall and Alternate Harold L’Hote.

2. Seating of Alternates:  Chairman seated Alternate Member Harold L’Hote at this time.

3.   Approval of Minutes
      Mr. Talbot made a motion to approve the Meeting Minutes of August 26, 2015.  The motion
      was seconded by Mr. Boule.                                                      The motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Kavalkovich made a motion to approve the Show Cause Special Meeting Minutes of September 17, 2015.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Wilson.

4.  Communications, Enforcement and Public Comment
	Communications: None

Enforcement:   Cease and Desist Order – 135 Middle Haddam Road, - M02/B18/L21-1E - Peter Minoli and David Wezdenko; Activity in Wetlands/Upland Review Area to repair a pipe to an underground spring on 136 Middle Haddam Road.  The Cease and Desist order to remain in effect until the decision regarding legal access has been reached.
           
Public Comment: David Erlandson, provided an update on 265 West High Street, Sports on 66.  Recently, the site contractor was removed from the job and the owner of the property contacted Mr. Erlandson to complete the excavation of the project.  At this time, Mr. Erlandson is analyzing the site which involves 2+ acres of disrupted land draining into the roads.  He plans to improve the condition of the lot by stabilizing it and possibly get footings in before winter. He wanted to keep the Agency abreast of this situation.  Mr. Erlandson does not have a contract with the owner, as of yet, but confirmed that he will provide an update to the agency either way. 

5.  Agent Approval:  
A. 65 Bay Road, Stephen Bradley, Construct a deck with attached staircase in the Upland Review Area; M09A/B70/L40    Duly Authorized Agent Jeffry Foran visited the site and found that the site is presently stabilized for the proposed deck with abutting staircase.  There will be excavation for five posts and the materials will be removed off-site.  This application was approved with the condition of Erosion and Sedimentation Controls consisting of a double row of hay bales; one row between the house and the retaining wall and the second row approximately 10 feet away placed on the slope by the lake to protect the lake.  


6. Reading of the Legal Notice: None

7. Continued Applications: 
A. 33 Spellman Point Road, Patricia Ray, Construction of New Driveway and Storm Sewers within the upland review area – M09A/B70A/L25.  Jim Dutton from Dutton Associates presented the application.  The plan was revised to include changing the bituminous driveway to a pervious stone driveway to increase the pervious area by 250 sq.ft.  This change will eliminate the need for the recharge drainage system as that was only proposed to address the runoff from the paved driveway.  The proposed driveway is an LEAD approved system and won’t leach chemicals into the lake.  The plan includes plantings along the driveway edge and the old driveway will be removed, ground graded and seeded. Limited clearing of trees and other vegetation is depicted in the plan.  Materials will be removed from site and work should be completed, stabilized and seeded, before winter.  If not, barriers are required to remain in place and slope to be stabilized with wood chips during the winter.  Reference of E&S controls need to be added to the site plan.  The drain pipe to the curtain drain may be removed from project as the water issue in the basement may have been resolved. 

Mr. Wilson made a motion to approve the application of 33 Spellman Point Road as presented on the plan dated September 21, 2015 as there is minimal activity in the upland review area and proposed activity outside of the upland review area intends to infiltrate as much storm water as possible due to the pervious driveway and that the short form approval be used with the additional conditions of:
1. Plans to be updated to include Erosion and Sediment Control measures to be in place during the winter season and before next year’s growing season.
2. The down gradient Erosion & Sedimentation Controls (silt fencing) to remain in place until the site is fully stabilized.  
The motion was seconded by Mr. Boule. 		       The motion passed unanimously.

8.  New Applications:
A.  37 Bay Road, Ralph and Debra Triompo, Backyard landscaping with patio; M09A/B70/L29 
Frank Magnotta, consulting engineer representing the property owners, began the discussion by summarizing the proposed project which consists of installing a large 3 level patio on the rear of the house with a retaining/landscaping wall around the perimeter of the patio.  Because of the narrowness of the property, a temporary access way will be constructed, which falls partially on the neighbor’s property.   The owners have permission from the neighbors to remove some trees in order to construct this access.  The repair of the seawall has been removed from the project.  Erosion and sedimentation controls of silt fencing and tracking pad are indicated on the plan.  The only vegetation to be cleared is on the neighbor’s property for the temporary access.  The property will be restored by scraping the yard and laying sod.
Mr. Magnotta will provide construction details, cross section of the walls for the patio and one for the infiltration system of an open-stone trench with piping to handle the runoff from the patio, which will be slightly pitched.  
  
The Agency is requesting cuts and fills and perk test results for the infiltration location.  In addition, the Agency is requiring a letter from the neighbors giving permission for the temporary access on their property.  

Mr. Wilson made a motion to accept the application of 37 Bay Road and continue it to the next regularly scheduled meeting on October 28, 2015.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Talbot.
      							           The motion passed unanimously.




9.  Public Hearings: None

10.   New Business:   Chairman Foran brought to the attention of the Agency the three wetland complaints that were received by the Building Department.  There has been no Wetlands Enforcement Officer since July 2014 and now that the building official, who was assisting with wetland inspections, has put in his resignation.  The members decided to send a letter to the Town Council and copy Michael Maniscalco to bring to their attention these ongoing complaints and lack of a Wetlands Enforcement Officer.

Mr. Wilson made a motion to send a letter along with the wetland complaints to the Town Council and copy the Town Manager.  The motion was seconded by Mr. L’Hote.
									The motion passed unanimously.

11.   Old Business:   
A. Wetlands Enforcement Officer:  Chairman Foran asked to keep this item on the agenda.

B. Phosphorus Ban Ordinance:  Chairman Foran read aloud the Public Act 12-155; An Act Concerning Phosphorous Reduction in State Waters which states fertilizers sold in the state cannot contain phosphorous effective June 15, 2012.  A copy of the Act to be distributed to all members.    Chairman Foran asked to keep this item on the agenda. 

C. Review Open Permits:  No update at this time.  Chairman Foran asked to keep this on the agenda.

12. Public Comments: Mr. Kavalkavich introduced his daughter, Sarah, who was in attendance for
 her political science course.  

13.  Adjournment
   Mr. Talbot made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Wilson. 
The motion passed unanimously.
