Enforcement:   Cease and Desist Order – 135 Middle Haddam Road, - M02/B18/L21-1E - Peter Minoli and David Wezdenko; Activity in Wetlands/Upland Review Area to repair a pipe to an underground spring on 136 Middle Haddam Road.  The Cease and Desist order to remain in effect until the decision regarding legal access has been reached. (Continued from 9/17/2015)

7. Continued Applications: 
A. 265 West High Street, Belltown Sports, LLC (Sports on 66), Commercial Site Plan Modification; M06/B12/L9  Raymond Nelson, professional engineer from Messier Associates Incorporated, addressed the modification changes, which included shifting the building site 15 feet to the east to preserve the existing watercourse on the property, dropping the grade of the front of the building by 3 ½ feet and grade out to road drainage.  Road drainage pipe will extend westerly 85 feet to accommodate storm water.  There is a storm water treatment system on the property.   The storage basin in the rear of the property will provide additional storage capacity than the initial plan indicated.    

It was noted that a sliver of land on the adjacent lot was purchased by Belltown Sports, LLC and added to the parcel so it would satisfy the code requirement of the Fire Marshal concerning the sprinkler system.  This land area will remain undisturbed.

Mr. Wilson made a motion to accept the modification as presented on the plan dated November 11, 2015; as there is no expansion of impact to the wetlands that would negatively affect the wetlands on the site or the ability for the water to be conveyed offsite through the existing water swale.  Regarding the original permit, all conditions specific to this permit should remain in place with the exception of No. 11 on Page 3 of 3, “The permittee shall incorporate an emergency spillway from the wetland as coordinated by Town Staff and the applicant.” The design has been modified in such a way that the emergency spillway is no longer needed.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Wall.
							
The motion passed unanimously. 


8. New Applications:
A.  157 Champion Hill Road, Stephanie Leaphart, Creation of a pond, M11/B40A/L17-4   Ms. Leaphart informed the Agency that she is proposing to build a farm pond (approximately 30’ x 50’), a chicken coop and a greenhouse.  All activity is outside of the upland review area and it meets all distance requirements. The Agency informed the applicant that the chicken coop and greenhouse structures are not part of the Inland Wetland review.   Applicant will go to the Building Department for permits that would be needed for these buildings.  The farm pond will have a liner to retain water for fish and water fowl with no drainage going into the wetlands. 

Mr. Foran made a motion that because the activity is out of the wetland area, out of the upland review area and there is no inlet and outlet on this pond, this is a permitted use and a permit is not required.  Based on this motion, the application fee will be returned to applicant.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Wilson.
