MINUTES

Present: Chairman Jeff Foran, David Boule, Peter Wall, Robert Talbot, W. Dean Kavalkovich, Harold L’Hote, Jeremy DeCarli (P & Z)

1.Call to Order: The meeting was called to order at 6:30 P.M. by Chairman Foran

2. Seating of Alternates:  Mr. L’Hote was seated as an alternate

3. Approval of Minutes: 
A) July 27, 2016 Regular Meeting: Mr. Boule moved, and Mr. L’Hote seconded, to approve the minutes of the July 27, 2016 regular meeting. Voted 6-0.

4. Communications, Enforcement and Public Comment: 

Mr. DeCarli that communications include The Habitat summer edition and a notification that the Southeastern CT Lake Forum will be held on September 17 from 9am to 12pm. 

Enforcement included 11 Hale Road; the property owner was found to be digging in the brook to create a swimming area. Mr. DeCarli and Chairman Foran decided that a cease & desist order was not necessary after meeting with the homeowner. He was notified to put it back the way it was and it has been fixed and stabilized.  There was a complaint on Pine Brook Road about landscaping in the upland review area, but the homeowner is not putting in any fill and Mr. DeCarli is figuring out if action is necessary at this point. Also, Mr. DeCarli received a picture of a pipe draining into the lake, he will be following up on this. Lastly, just after the July meeting, an unpermitted 500 gallon propane tank was installed in-ground in the upland review/conservation easement area at 201 West High St. The property owner removed the tank and filled the hole, so it has now been rectified.

Chairman Foran opened the meeting to public comments; there were none at this time.

5. Agent Approval: 
A) 43 Wangonk Trail, James Gworek, Construction of Deck in the Upland Review Area. – Map 09A/Block 70C/Lot 36: Chairman Foran approved this as the area where the deck will be constructed is flat, he will be using staked hay bales, and he is putting in only 8 posts, the excavated material of which will be removed from the site. There is very little danger of anything getting into the lake and not much soil will be disturbed.

6. Reading of the Legal Notice: None

7. Continued Applications: 
A) Application of Princess Pocotopaug Corporation, 000 South Wangonk Trail, Construction of 10’ x 20’ Pavilion in Upland Review Area – Map 09A/Block 70C/Lot 6 : This application was withdrawn.

8. Public Hearings: None

9. New Business:
A) Application of Sherry Rouleau and Jeff Kottke, 15 Hale Road, Replacement of Water Line from Street to Home Under Hale Brook and in Upland Review Area – Map 03A/Block 44/Lot C-18: Lance Prentiss of Hayward Construction was present representing the homeowners. He stated that he will be repairing a hole in the water line that is located under the brook. He will sleeve the line, hopefully preventing future issues. The old line will be dug out; he will dam the brook if needed and put a pump and filter bag around the area, though it was noted that the brook doesn’t flow very steadily there. He estimates work will take less than a day. The watercourse is 12’ – 15’ wide in the spot he needs to work. He will put the new line 42” into the ground, and put back any material taken out. The Agency requests hay bales by the brook until it stabilizes; it was noted that this will be added to the plan.

Mr. Talbot moved and Mr. L’Hote seconded to continue this application until the next scheduled regular meeting. Voted 6-0.

B) Application of B&D Salem Realty, LLC, 35 Day Point Road, New Single Family Home in Upland Review Area – Map 10A/Block 83/Lot 39:  The plan is to construct a new home on land that a (now demolished) house had previously stood. The existing driveway and garage foundation will be utilized. The closest point from the house to the lake is 70’; 58’ if you count the deck. Infiltration beds for roof runoff will be installed, along with a retention area for runoff from the gravel driveway.  A double row of silt fence will be used. At this time there is uncertainty on having to dig a new well line. No clearing will occur.

Mr. Kavalkovich moved and Mr. Wall seconded, to continue this application until the next scheduled regular meeting. Voted 6-0.

10. Old Business
A) Status on Lake Study: The 9 Point Plan has been sent to the DEEP for review and the town is awaiting their comments. The intern from P&Z will be presenting his findings regarding land use and the 9 point plan at the Conservation Lake Commission meeting in September. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]B) Review Open Permits: Mr. DeCarli reported that work is occurring at 18 Flanders; this was permitted last fall and there are eyes on the work almost every day. After the big rain storm the previous week Mr. DeCarli visited the major projects in town and noted that Hampton Woods is stabilized as is 201 West High. Edgewater did have a small wash out, but the area has been repaired. 265 West High had some minor erosion on the steep slope but nothing made it past the berm of wood chips.  He is currently trying to schedule a site walk with Jim Dutton for 85 Midwood Farm.

Mr. DeCarli also gave an update on Sears Park at this time; after the heavy rain storm there was similar erosion to what occurred when the Fire Dept. used their hoses on the beach along with erosion at areas of gaps at the grow sock, and an overtopped rain garden. Public Works cleaned and stabilized the area, but some more things should be done to prevent this. In discussion with Park & Rec. Director Hall, they may be extending the grow sock or adding stone treatment to the old pavilion close to the beach, or doing something more at the edge of the paved area. The beach on South Wangonk had a similar erosion situation, but in a lesser amount. 

11. Public Comments: None

12. Adjournment: 
Mr. Talbot made a motion, seconded by Mr. Kavalkovich, to adjourn at 7:06 P.M.  Voted 5-0.
