1.  Call to Order:  Chair Zawisza called this regular meeting to order at 7:09 p.m.

2.  Seating of Alternates – Alternate not present.
3.  Approval of Minutes – Minutes of October 11, 2012
Vice Chair Petell made a motion to approve the minutes as written of the October 12,, 2012  meeting; seconded by Ms. Selavka; Vote:  Yes:4; No: 0; Abstain: 0, motion passed.

5.  Public Remarks – None 
6.  Plan Review 

a.  55 Day Point Road  
Presently a 6 x 6 deck is at the front of the property which would turn into porch and living space, and in the back a deck would turn into an 8 x 12 mudroom (total added space is 48 square feet).  They will be utilizing rain gardens.  They will install pavers between the stream and the cottage where it gets mushy.  Water from the gutters goes directly to the stream at present.  The Commission suggested they filter the gutter water with a rain garden or other measure to slow it down before it reaches the stream (as in a heavy rain).  
Mr. Carbonell made a motion to pass forward positive recommendation letter to I/W regarding the minor changes to the building and installing a rain garden to absorb gutter runoff; seconded by Ms. Selavka; Vote: Yes: 4, No: 0, Abstain: 0, motion passed. 

7.  Old Business

a.  Sub-Committee Report on Education (Carbonell, Mercieri, Curtis, Selavka, Petell)
Vice Chair Petell advised that he met with children at Center School and passed out t-shirts to two classes.  The two mascots are the duck and Princess Pocotopaug .  Vice Chair Petell will speak with Joanne at the senior center to search for patterns on the internet to make costumes.  
Vice Chair Petell advised that the Lake cleanup for 2013 will be the Saturday before Earth Day with help from Project Graduation and the Friends of the Lake.  


Dr. George Knockline has replaced Dr. Wagner.  He has worked with Dr. Wagner and he knows the reports.  He understands the Commission is anxious to do something for the Lake in 2013.  He will take all the data and come up with his own approach to helping the Lake.  He will also teach the Commission to use the equipment on hand and if any equipment should be discarded.  The Doctor wanted $15,000 to begin this project.  Mr. Moore, President of the Friends of the Lake, is very much in favor of helping the Commission reach a solution.  He will approach the Friends.  Chair Zawisza will handle the approach to the funding with the Town.  There has been little spent on the improvement of the Lake of late.  The Lake Watershed Management Plan must be done, and the catch basins must be cleaned twice a year.  Dr. George advised that no more money be spent in the waters, but should be spent on the perimeter.  Commission members will gather sampling results and reports.  
Patience Anderson, Board of Finance, addressed the Commission regarding the budgeting of the funds necessary to accomplish the tasks necessary.  She advised that the Commission should get together with their staff liaison and Finance Director to formulate the 2014 budget.  

Mr. Carbonell made a motion to proceed with retaining Dr. Knockline to assess all our records, reports and documents and make a recommendation for action with the Lake, seconded by Ms. Selavka; Vote:  Yes: 4; No: 0; Abstain: 0, motion passed.
