Mr. Zagorski provided a plot plan of the property which showed the underground septic systems, leaching fields and underground pump stations that furthered his claim that all locations on the property were carefully considered before the generator was installed.  Mr.Zagorski suggested planting shrubbery around the generator to help screen it.  Mr. James Carey from the Building Department stated that the building department issued a mechanical permit for the generator due to it being a health care facility and that the concern at that time was for the safety of the residents.
