1. Call to Order – Chairman Walsh called the meeting to order at 6:35 p.m.

Chairman Walsh followed roll call with an announcement that Demian Battit and Colleen Mellen were voted in by Town Council as full time members of the Middle Haddam Historic District Commission.

4. Public Hearings
a. Application # 477, filed by Martin and Elizabeth Abbatiello, regarding 30 Knowles Rd., to add skylights and railings.
           Chairman Walsh proposed splitting the application into 2 parts: The first to be discussed 

           is the skylights and the second to be the railings. 
           Part 1 – Skylights:

          Mr. Abbatiello presented to the board his proposal of adding skylights in the attic room on 

          the north and south sides of the home. Photos of the home and plans were submitted
          illustrating his request.  A brief discussion followed regarding the visibility of the skylights 

          from the north side of the home.  Commissioner Walsh suggested adding the skylights to 

          the south side as opposed to the north side so that it would not be visible from the road and    

          to comply with the time period of the home.

          Commissioner Roberts motioned that 2 or 3 skylights on the south side would be  

          deemed acceptable and that adding them to the north side would not be acceptable
          due to the visibility.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Battit.  Motion passed:
          Yes:4, No: 0    
         Part 2 – Railing:
         Mr. Abbatiello presented the board with a sample of the proposed railing and asked the
         board to change the original white Azak to a powder coated black metal railing which 
         would be added to the 1st and 2nd floors and stairs and would provide little maintenance.
        After a brief discussion, Commissioner Roberts moved to accept the proposed railing as
        presented.  Gina Ritchie seconded the motion.  Motion accepted:  Yes:4, No: 0
