1. Call to Order- Chairman Walsh called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.
2. Roll Call / Seating of Alternates – Roll call was taken.  Present were Commissioners Richard Walsh, Colleen Mellen, Demian Battit and Gina Ritchie.
3. Public remarks – None.
4. Public Hearing.
a. Application # 480, filed by Richard Walsh, regarding 32 Keighley Pond Rd., to repair/replace front walk and steps, replace storm/screen door, replace roof on small shed, demolish rear shed.
 Chairman Walsh asked Commissioner Ritchie to direct the Public Hearing portion of the meeting (Application  #480) while Chairman Walsh presented Application #480 to the board members.
Mr. Walsh presented diagrams and photos of the areas on the property that are indicated in Application #480.  Mr. Walsh stated that the front steps are deteriorated and that he would like to replace it with concrete poured on which would be duplicating the existing or concrete with blue stone cap which is what he states he is leaning towards.  The front walk (driveway to front steps), he would like to replace with concrete or bluestone with stone dust and would like to increase the width to between 32”-36”.  Mr. Walsh stated that the 10x15 shed in the back is rotten and collapsed so he is requesting to demolish the shed.  The roof on the open gazebo shed collapsed so Mr. Walsh expressed his desire to leave the original cedar but to cap with a new roof using 3 tab asphalt with a color that matches the existing roof on the main house.  He also stated that he would like to frame the gazebo shed with 2x6 in an attempt to preserve it.  Mr. Walsh would like to replace the breezeway storm door and would like to replace it with one that duplicates the existing look and color and using Brosco insert panels.
Commissioner Mellen motioned to accept Application #480 for the following work to be done at 32 Keighley Pond Rd:

1. To repair the concrete steps to the front door with either concrete or bluestone cap over concrete with the provision that the material chosen be uniform 
2. Replace the deteriorated front walk with either concrete or bluestone with a maximum of 36” and with the provision that the material chosen is uniform to the material used for the front steps.
3. To demolish the 10’x15’shed that collapsed.

4. To build a roof on the existing 6x8 open shed gazebo with asphalt 3 tab roofing material that matches the existing asphalt roof on the main house.

5. To replace the breezeway wooden storm / screen door with a similar wooden storm screen door as proposed in the pictures that were submitted.
Motion seconded by Commissioner Battit.  3-Yes; 0-No  Motion approved, Application #480 accepted.

Chairman Walsh resumed his seat as Chairman after the motion was made for Application #480.
