She went on to explain that the area was chosen because it is level therefore; backfill would not be needed.  The proposed barn is 20’x30’ consisting rustic cedar siding, asphalt shingles, copper cupula and a concrete foundation.  There will be 2 doors on the backside of the barn that will face the river as well as one door on the side.  The windows on the doors will be vinyl clad with divided lights internally as well as lighting facing the driveway.  A brief discussion among the board members followed.  Commissioner Roberts made a motion to accept Application #481 as presented, seconded by Commissioner Starolis.  Vote: 4-Yes; 0-No  Motion passed.
