        Minutes 
1. Call to Order – Chairman Walsh called the meeting to order at 6:30p.m.
2. Roll Call / Seating of Alternates – Roll call was taken.  Present were Commissioners Richard Walsh, Charles Roberts, Gina Ritchie and Colleen Mellen.
3. Public remarks - Items not on Agenda - None
4. Public Hearings
a. Application # 482, filed by Shawn France and Michelle Baz, regarding 36 Middle Haddam Rd., to replace siding and light fixtures.  
Mr. France provided the board members with samples of the fiber cement siding and explained that the fiber cement siding is low maintenance, has a longer lifespan and that it looks similar to cedar.  The applicants provided photos of examples of light fixtures that they would like to use to replace the current ones by the front door that are rusted.

After a brief discussion, Chairman Walsh made a motion to accept Application # 482 as presented with fiber cement siding and trim with 4” exposure and colonial lighting as presented, seconded by Colleen Mellen.  Vote: Yes: 4; No: 0  Motion passed.

Application #483, filed by Lynn Monahan, regarding 67 Middle Haddam Rd., to remove chimney, replace clapboards, and replace roof.

Hanna Monahan explained that the chimney is leaking, therefore they are requesting the removal of the chimney. She went on to explain the need to repair and replace the exterior clapboards and installing a new architectural style roof on the main house and rear addition.  After a brief discussion, Commissioner Mellen made a motion to accept Application # 483 as presented: to remove the chimney, replace clapboards and replace roof with GAF architectural weathered wood shingles.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Roberts.  Vote: Yes: 4, No: 0  Motion passed.
b. Application #484, filed by Peter Walsh, regarding 19 Knowles Rd., to add solar PV panels.

Mr. Walsh presented to the board, his reasoning for the solar panels and provided the members with photos of the proposed panels.  He went on to explain that the panels would be 2’x4’ and would be installed on the west side of the house to reduce visibility and access the sun.  Commissioner Gina Ritchie motioned to approve Application #484 as presented with the inclusion that the panels be on the west facing roof, a minimum of 1’ from the left edge, centered front to back with an arrangement of 4 panels to be in a 4’x8’ layout.  Vote: Yes: 4, No: 0  Motion passed.
