1. Call to Order- Chairman Walsh called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.
2. Roll Call / Seating of Alternates – Roll call was taken.  Present were Commissioners Richard Walsh, Colleen Mellen, Demian Battit, Charles Roberts and Alternate Regina Starolis.  Chairman Walsh seated Alternate Starolis.
3. Public remarks – None.
4. Public Hearing.
a. Application # 485, filed by Lynn Monahan, regarding 67 Middle Haddam Road, to remove shutters, alter doors and windows and replace pool fencing.
Lynn Monahan presented a detailed description of the proposed work to be done as well as sketches, maps and materials to be used.  
Ms. Monahan provided the proposed changes:

1.   Remove louvered shutters and hardware.

2.   Rework current side entry of “finished addition” by moving current wooden slab door from “finished addition” to “rear covered porch” and repairing the wall and clapboards to match the rest of the home.
3.   Rework the window arrangement of “finished addition” by replacing the large crank window on “finished addition” with either 2 or 3 restored wooden 6 over 6 12 over 12 windows with spacing matching the rest of the home.  Replace large windows of “rear covered porch” with restored wooden 6 over 6 or 12 over 12 windows.  Repairing wall and clapboards to match the rest of the home.

4.    Rework entry of “finished addition” by moving current 3 over 5 paned door from “finished addition” and install to same side of “rear covered porch”.  Repair wall exterior clapboards to match.

5.    Rework window arrangement of “finished addition” by moving the large 6 over 4 paned window to the west side of “rear covered porch” (out of view), removing crank window and square window from “finished addition” and replacing with 3 restored wooden 6 over 6 or 12 over 12 windows with spacing matching the rest of the home.  Change the door on the “rear porch addition” with restored wooden 6 over 6 or 12 over 12 windows.  

6.    Remove fencing around pool and replace with 4’ high cedar “Plymouth Picket” fence around pool, with pressure treated pointed posts.
7.    Remove all exterior storm windows, as interior compression storm windows.
Commissioner Roberts motioned to approve Application # 485 for 67 Middle Haddam Rd. as presented, seconded by Alternate Regina Starolis.  Vote: 5- Yes; 0 – No   Motion passed.            

Application #486, filed by Dawn and Cony Caso, regarding 20 Keighley Pond Road, to expand garage and link with house via a breezeway and replace windows and roofing. 
Dawn Caso presented to the board her proposal for the demolition of the existing garage and constructing a larger garage, adding a family room, mudroom and replacing the roof and windows as well as a front stoop for the breezeway.  Ms. Caso provided photos and descriptions of possible materials to be used.  A discussion followed about the use of vinyl siding which is not approved material within the district.  Colleen Mellen stated that there needs to be a detailed sketch of the proposed work as well as a detailed list of the materials that will be used.  Chairman Walsh made a motion to approve the demolition of the garage, construction of a 2 car garage and addition with new architectural shingle roofing in “noir” black and add a front stoop to the breezeway, not including windows or garage door. Motion seconded by Demian Battit.  Vote: 5-Yes; 0-No  Motion approved. 
     5.  Approval of minutes & motions.
c. October 2013 – Chairman Walsh recommended the following change to #4b: to omit the words “elevated ¼” that is in parenthesis.  Chairman Walsh motioned to approve the minutes with the recommended change, seconded by Charles Roberts.  Vote: 5-Yes; 0-No.  Motion approved.
