Pledge of Allegiance

Approval of the Minutes:  A motion was made by Mr. Roche and seconded by Mr. Sciascia to approve the minutes of the July 29, 2015 regular meeting. Voted 4-0 in favor (Mr. Burdick was absent during this vote.)
Public Remarks: None
Review of RFP: In discussion of an example of a past RFP done for the Town, the Committee noted that they will have a hard time completing an RFP without a site for the building or more information from the updated Friar Report. Discussion moved to the updated Friar Report and the fact that it is in Executive Session in the Town Council and therefore not available to the public. It was generally discussed that the Committee feels they can go no further without the information contained in the report. It was suggested that they will attend the next Town Council meeting to give an update and respectfully request a copy of the report so they can move forward.  Chief Cox noted that in the charge of Phase I of the Resolution for the Committee it specifically states that the Committee is “To confer with the Police Chief and utilize information from the Center School Sub-Committee to determine the specific special and programming requirements for the police facility and propose language for an RFP to engage the services of an Architect.”  

After conferring with the Town Manager, Chief Cox reported that the Friar Report will not available for 3 weeks. A motion was made by Mr. Nesci and seconded by Mr. Roche to postpone the regular meeting of August 26, 2015 until more information is obtained. Voted 5-0 in favor.

It was decided that Committee members will attend the next Town Council meeting (date TBD) and/or be part of the agenda for the next meeting in order to update the council on the situation and request more information from the Friar Report. Chief Cox will hopefully be able to get some dates for the Committee members to visit the Ledyard PD as well.
