DRAFT MINUTES

Present: Carla Sylvester, Scott Bristol, William Demore, Mary Ann Dostaler, Cindy Karlson, Kay Willson
Also Present: Public Works Director Phil Sissick
Absent: Daniel Wolfram

Call to Order: Chairperson Sylvester called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.
Adoption of Agenda: Ms. Dostaler made a motion, seconded by Ms. Karlson, to approve the agenda. Voted 6-0 in favor.

Approval of Minutes: 
Regular Meeting, September 28, 2015: Mr. Bristol made a motion to approve the minutes as written, seconded by Mr. Demore. Voted 5 in favor with Ms. Willson abstaining. 

Public Comment: None

Staff Reports: 
PW Director Sissick reported that there will be more excavation than the gas company expected in the Village Center. There have been drainage pipes and phone infrastructure uncovered that no one knew existed. In response to a question about budget impacts from Ms. Dostaler, Mr. Sissick stated that $82,000 has been put aside for this work but it will not be a sufficient amount.

Brownfields Agency Liaison Reports: None

Continued Business: 
Chairperson Sylvester reported that the Town received letters from the DEP in reference to 103 Main St. and 13 Watrous St. regarding engineered controls at the sites and financial assurance requirements. She left a voice mail and email for the contact person from the State and has yet to hear back from that person.

Update on US EPA Brownfields Assessment Grant Closeout: 
Fuss and O’Neill’s final report was received and emailed to the Agency members. Ms. Dostaler asked if the report is satisfactory to changes requested; Mr. Bristol stated that he believes it’s a good document. 

The Market Assessment was received from AMS Consulting, this will be emailed out to the rest of the members so they can take a look at it and notify Mr. Wolfram or Chair Sylvester of any revisions via email. 

A motion was made by Mr. Bristol and seconded by Ms. Dostaler to approve the invoice from AMS Consulting, LLC in the amount of $5,250. Voted 6-0 in favor.

The only remaining item on the Assessment Grant is a final closeout report (summary of the quarterly reports) and a final accounting. 

Update on DECD STEAP Grant – 13 Watrous Street:
A proposal was received from Anchor for conducting the hazardous building materials assessment. It has been confirmed with DECD that they will be able to directly hire anchor if they choose. Anchor plans to sub-contract the hazardous building material inspection and report (visual inspection and sampling with report). Related to this, the 20% set-aside for minority-owned businesses through CHRO was discussed. 

The professional fees for the different tasks outlined in the proposal were discussed. It was discussed whether the hazardous materials in the coal pocket of the building need to be assessed but ultimately decided that they should have it tested in case of future use. Further discussion occurred on whether there was enough sampling proposed (for example, only 2 TCLP samples for lead-based paint inspection). 

Mr. Bristol quickly ran through budget that was submitted as part of the grant application; Chair Sylvester stated that she would email this information to members. She noted that Town Manager Maniscalco will be submitting an extension request on the budget for another year.

Discussion occurred regarding whether approval of Anchor would need to be recommended to the Town Council. Mr. Sissick believes that approval of Anchor would not need to go through the Town Council since they are presently the Town’s on-call engineering firm. At the point of construction, the Town Council will need to approve.

A motion was made by Mr. Bristol, seconded by Mr. Demore, to accept Anchor’s proposal and authorize them to proceed with task 1, task 2, task 3, and task 4 & $1,000 of task 8. The amount to be paid for the referenced tasks shall not exceed $31,200. These tasks include 1 – Hazardous Building Material Inspection & Report; 2 – Abatement design and Approvals; 3 – Building Demolition Bid package Preparation; 4 – Structural Engineering Inspection & Design; 8 – Partial Project Management (not to exceed $1,000). Voted 6-0 in favor.

Adjournment: A motion was made by Mr. Bristol and seconded by Ms. Dostaler to adjourn the meeting at 7:47 P.M.  Voted 6-0 in favor.
