MINUTES

Call to Order: Cindy Karlson called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.
Adoption of Agenda: Ms. Karlson made a motion, seconded by Mr.Wolfram, to approve the agenda. Voted 5-0 in favor.

Approval of Minutes: 
Regular Meeting, October 26, 2015: Mr. Bristol made a motion to approve the minutes as written, seconded by Ms. Dostaler. Voted 5-0 in favor with Mr. Wolfram abstaining.

Brownfields Agency Liaison Reports: 
Ms. Karlson commented that there was a Town Council Meeting last Tuesday that went into executive decision about evaluating purchasing property, Ms. Karlson tried to get information and offer Brownfields services but did not get an answer. Ms. Dostaler reported the Town Council in July voted to completely discontinue the town subsidy of the Village Center and Royal Oaks water systems so rates have increased 168%, a lot of commercial properties have petitioned the Town Council about rate increase, no notification was sent before the increase and bills came out, effects marketability of Village Center

Continued Business: 
	Update on US EPA Brownfields Assessment Grant Closeout:
Ms. Karlson reported that Chairperson Sylvester is working through comments of the Market Assessment draft report, however one of the comments suggested asking Larry to do a summary of the entire report, even though $500 had been set aside, the issue would be with the Grant which would be an undertaking that would go beyond the initial amount and trip the September 30th date. Ms. Dostaler will work on a condensed presentation in PowerPoint once Carla has finalized the report. 

Ms. Karlson reported receipt of the invoice from Fuss and O’Neill which included an extra $657.50 for task two, a presentation, which never took place. Chairperson Sylvester spoke with Dan Jahne of Fuss and O'Neil suggesting there were 4-6 hours left for material prep, could they send us notes, slides in exchange for the $657. Dan Jahne got defensive. Ms. Karlson called Dan two weeks ago but Dan Jahne did not return the call. Chairperson Sylvester and Ms. Karlson are recommending approval of the Fuss and O’Neill bill for everything except the disputed $657.50. Chairperson Sylvester consulted with the Town Hall and they concurred. Mr. Wolfram suggested sending Fuss and O’Neill a letter explaining the dispute.

Ms. Karlson reported an update on closing out the US EPA Brownfields Assessment Grant by December 31st and what Brownfields has to do with EPA. Chairperson Sylvester spoke to Ms. O’Connor, was given a bullet list of what EPA needs, every technical report generated. Mr. Bristol volunteered to assemble the electronic information for the close out report. Under this grant, Brownfields has a VHB report, Fuss and O’Neill ground water report, Fuss and O’Neill inventory, the AMS report and possibly an annual EPA status report. Ms. Willson asked if Chairperson Sylvester had contacted AA Systems again about the laser flash drive. Ms. Karlson will follow up with Chairperson Sylvester. Ms. Karlson reported what will be paid, $7,546.55 to Fuss and O’Neill, $5,750 to AMS holding back the $657.50. 

A motion was made by Mr. Wolfram and seconded by Ms. Dostaler to approve the current Fuss and O’Neill invoice less the disputed $657.50 charges that was not authorized and not performed. Voted 5-0 in favor. 

Ms. Dostaler asked if in-kind services could be documented throughout the year for grant purposes. Mr. Bristol will come up with some idea.  Ms. Karlson suggested a Special Meeting for submitting items for close out before the December 28th meeting. All action items have already pre-approved by Brownfields committee. Ms. Karlson will confirm close out date and get back to everyone.


· Update concerning the Hazardous Building Material Assessment– 13 Watrous Street:
Ms. Karlson reported Eagle got out to the site and completed the HBM Assessment Survey, lab date should be received this week, report should be completed within two weeks of receipt of lab data, and the report should be available before December 25th. Within 45 days of that report, Anchor will work on abatement design and approvals and demo package which should be available by mid-February. To prep for that, next week structural engineers will be at the site to inspect and take measurements and Chairperson Sylvester will coordinate access with Phil Sissick. For a Town Council update, Mr. Wolfram reported that with bidding, questions and contracting, they are on schedule for June demo. 

New Business
A motion was made by Ms. Willson and seconded by Mr. Wolfram to approve the 2016 meeting dates. Voted 5-0 in favor.
