Regular Meeting, January 26, 2016: Ms. Dostaler made a motion to approve the minutes as written, seconded by Ms. Karlson. Voted 3 in favor with Ms. Willson and Mr. Demore abstaining.

Brownfields Agency Liaison Reports: Ms. Karlson attended a Town Council meeting. Ms. Dostaler attended the Town Council workshop regarding the facility plan for Center School/Municipal building. She hopes that the Brownfields Redevelopment Agency will be involved in workshops, and to that end suggests formal outreach to the Town Council to say the Agency is here, they would like to receive a plan and review it, offer thoughts, feedback, etc. Ms. Karlson mentioned that the Agency could help by merging their knowledge with the Council’s, especially in regards to possible grants.

Continued Business: 
DECD STEAP Grant (13 Watrous Street): The draft bid specs arrived last week.  Mr. Bristol sent comments to Chairperson Sylvester regarding the clarity of the bidding forms. Ms. Dostaler asked about the timeline for bids and how selection will be done. Chairperson Sylvester stated that Anchor will handle the selection and that she is not sure of the timeline yet, but that they are still looking at late spring to start construction. Consensus was to expect around 10 respondents.

Ms. Dostaler welcomes input or changes to what she’s put together. Chairperson Sylvester will provide the presentation to Mr. Maniscalco and Mr. DeCarli. Ms. Dostaler suggested giving the raw data from the AMS report to Mr. DeCarli as well, as soon as possible. General discussion was held on the demographics of the town and businesses as well. There was a suggestion to hold a workshop with the EDC and local business owners to ask them questions about what makes their businesses work, etc.

Agency record storage/website: Ms. Willson provided a list of final reports. Discussion occurred on what would be up on the web page, including properties that were investigated and an inventory.  Reports can be associated to each as necessary. For the next meeting members are asked to make a list of what they would like to see on the website.
