Call to Order

Chairman Barmasse indicated the purpose of the meeting was to receive public comment on the 2012/13 annual sewer use rate. This meeting is being conducted at the request of the Town Council and upon the recommendation of Halloran & Sage in order to reconfirm and ratify those rates.

Mrs. Dostaler requested additional information on the current operations budget, the rationale for an undesignated fund balance and the future of public hearings for future rate increases.

Mrs. Suprono requested additional detail for the recent increases in the sewer user charge.

After no further questions, Chairman Barmasse closed the public hearing.
