Regular Meeting Minutes

September 3, 2013
The Town of East Hampton Water Pollution Control Authority regular meeting was held at 5:30 P.M. on Tuesday, September 3, 2013 at the Town of Colchester–Town of East Hampton Wastewater Treatment Plant, 20 Gildersleeve Drive, East Hampton, CT.  The following members were in attendance:

Call to Order

Chairman Barmasse called the meeting to order at 5:30 P.M. and appointed Mr. Susco as Recording Secretary for these proceedings.   New member Ralph Nesci was welcomed by the members. 
Approval of Minutes

Chairman Barmasse called for the approval of the minutes of the Special Meeting held on August 13, 2013.  Upon motion from Mr. Kelsey, seconded by Mr. Suprono the minutes of the meeting were unanimously approved. 
Public Remarks
There was no public in attendance.
Review of Correspondence

No correspondence was presented.
Board of Finance Liaison

No Finance Committee report was presented.
Joint Facilities Committee
Mr. Susco reported there was no scheduled meeting of the Town of Colchester – Town of East Hampton Joint Facilities Committee in August and the next regular scheduled meeting for September 17, 2013 has been postponed.  The next meeting of the Committee will be October 15, 2013.

Operations, Management & Budget Committee
Mr. Barmasse called for agenda item #6.B.1. Mr. Susco indicated the 2013/14 fiscal year financial reports for the WPCA and Community Water Systems operated by the WPCA were made part of the members’ packages and reported that there were no variances to report at this time.  

Management provided an overview of the budget process for the benefit of Mr. Nesci.
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Management presented the request to proceed the purchase of a 1,450 gpm self-priming solids handling portable pump that was tabled at the last meeting.  Pricing information presented at the last meeting by Mr. Suprono did not alter the cost presented by management. The purchase will be accounted for in account #5741 Machinery and funded through a transfer from the Capital Sinking Fund (#66). No Town funds will be involved.  Thompson Pump & MFG Co of West Greenwich, RI can provide the pump under federal government contract # GS-07F-0140V at a cost of $51,875.00 pursuant to a sales quotation dated December 4, 2012.  Due to the cost of the item a resolution for the purchase requires authorization by the Authority.  
Mr. Suprono presented several operational questions that required the presents of the Superintendent.  Management indicated Mr. Scott Clayton will be present for the next meeting of the Authority and action on the request was tabled.

Public Water Systems
The Village Center Water System continues to run within parameters during the period. Several seasonal maintenance items will be performed over the next few months. 
Work continues on the request for water service at 13, Summit Street.  The Town Manager has requested consumption history for the system. 
The Royal Oaks Village Center Water System continues to run within parameters during the period.  The “conditioning” of well #3 by Subsurface Technologies, Inc is scheduled to in the near future.
The 2006 STAG grant has been closed. The Town will return the unused portion of the grant estimated to be $500,000.00.
Sewer Development 

Work continues on the sewer lateral connection for Hope Church.  
Old Business

Management began a discussion of the sewer “connection charge” with a recap of how it was established in 2008. Effective May 1, 2008 the WPCA establish a $2,500.00 sewer connection fee for residential single family homes connecting to the existing wastewater system.  It was determined multiple family homes will pay a multiple of the charge and Commercial/Industrial connections will be based upon actual building area in square feet divided by 2500 square feet times $2,500.00.  The members the discussed at length the need to change the rate.  Management indicate any change would require a Public Hearing and  was requested to address a possible new schedule of connection charges based upon the intended use of the property and  similar to the sewer use schedule. 
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At this time Chairman Mr. Barmasse called for the meeting to be recessed in order to conduct the Public Hearing on proposed annual sewer use rates and proposed new miscellaneous revenue fees.  Upon motion by Mr. Valentine, seconded by Mr. Kelsey, the members unanimously approved the recess which started at 6:30 P.M.
At 6:45 the Regular Meeting of the WPCA was reconvened with agenda item #7.B. I/I Study eastside of Lake Pocotopaug.  

As requested by the members at the last meeting, management presented additional pricing information on the 5-step study presented by Woodard and Curran Engineers to address Inflow and Infiltration issues along the east side of Lake Pocotopaug.  After a short discussion the following resolution moved by Mr. Valentine, seconded by Mr. Kelsey was adopted by a vote of 4-1 with Mr. Suprono voting against.
RESOLVED:  Management is hereby authorized to proceed with step one of the July 31, 2013 engineering study prepared by Woodard and Curran Engineers to address inflow and infiltration issues along the eastside of Lake Pocotopaug.  The cost of such work, including a final summary, is not to exceed $4,500.00. 
New Business  
No new business was discussed
Establish Sewer Use Rate and Miscellaneous Revenue Charges
Chairman Barmasse indicated no public attended the recently conducted Public Hearing.  Management recapped the reasoning for the proposed changes:

· Expected revenues totaled $1,080,345.00 while expenses are expected to equal $972,292.00.  
· Attaining the five year goal, 25% of Operating Revenue, in the Undesignated Fund Balance (UFB).
· The April 2, 2013 approved operating expense budget for fiscal year 2013/14 of $1,037,953.00.

· Expenses associated with maintaining Town owned grinder pumps. 
· Continue to offset the costs associated with the August 5, 2008 Second Amendment

of the 2004 Sewerage Transit & Disposal Agreement with Marlborough.
· To provide sensitivity to rates while assuring parity with the sister towns.
The following resolution moved by Mr. Suprono, seconded by Mr. Valentine was unanimously adopted.
RESOLVED: Effective October 1, 2013 the Water Pollution Control Authority of the Town of East Hampton does hereby establish the gravity sewer user rate at $310.00 per EDU unit and an additional $125.00 for properties with grinder pumps maintained by the WPCA.
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Management presented the recommended miscellaneous revenue fees. The following resolution moved by Mr. Suprono, seconded by Mr. Valentine was unanimously adopted.
RESOLVED: Effective October 1, 2013 the Water Pollution Control Authority of the Town of East Hampton does hereby miscellaneous revenue fees as follows:
