APPROVED MINUTES

The Meeting of the Town of East Hampton Water Pollution Control Authority was held at the Colchester - East Hampton Waste Water Treatment Plant Meeting Room on Tuesday, October 6, 2015 at 6:00 P.M.

1. Call to Order

Chairman Barmasse called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. 
2. Approval of Minutes

A. Public Hearing of September 1, 2015

Upon a motion by Mr. Nesci, seconded by Mr. Suprono, the member’s approved    the Meeting Minutes as amended by Mr. Valentine. Vote 4-0-2 (Chairman Barmasse and Mr. Hitchcock abstained). 

Motion Passed.
B. Regular Meeting of September 1, 2015

Upon a motion by Mr. Valentine, seconded by Mr. Suprono, the member’s approved the Meeting Minutes as presented. Vote 4-0-2 (Chairman Barmasse and Mr. Hitchcock abstained). 

Motion Passed.
3. Public Remarks

None

4. Review of Correspondence

Mr. Smith shared a list of correspondence for the months of September 2015 (made part of these minutes) but acknowledged that additional correspondence occurred after meeting packet preparation. Additional correspondence will be included in next month’s discussion. After review, members discussed the following correspondence in more detail:

8/31 – Re: Hampton Woods disputing costs associated with the required installation of a Bioxcide Odor Control System. Mr. Smith explained that Mr. Carli wants the Town to waive the fee given the Town is requiring (because build out is for approximately 100 units but initially will only be processing waste from 33 units allowing for considerable build up resulting in odor). Lawyers have been handling but a resolution has yet to be reached. 
9/10 - Re: Refund provided for FOG inspection fees for grease trap at F.R.O.T.H. Coffee Shop. Mr. Smith explained that initial grease trap was insufficient and had to be replaced.  Once issue was corrected a $20 refund was provided. 
5. Discussion/Action on the following Committee Reports
A. Joint Facilities Committee

Chairman Barmasse referred to the Minutes of the September 15, 2015 Joint Facilities meeting to provide the members with an update. In regard to the RDT installation, Mr. Smith informed the members that we are still waiting for delivery of the RDT which is not expected until late January. With that, installation will not begin until at least February and while there is not a concern by contractors in still being able to meet the completion date (305 days) there are the unknowns of dealing with winter elements that could cause additional issues (any additional costs incurred by them). Mr. Smith concluded the RDT discussion by confirming for Mr. Suprono that they will be creating a new larger opening in order to get the RDT into the building as current opening is not big enough. 

B. Operations, Management & Budget Committee

1) Budget Status
Mr. Smith shared the reports for the FY 2015/2016 but members agreed that it is too early in the FY to have any real discussion. Mr. Smith, did however state that he would confirm what expenses fall under 5590 -Other Purchased Services in both Water System budgets (assumption being the myriad of repairs requiring outside assistance).   
C. Public Water Systems 

1) Village Center 
Diaphragm valves were rebuilt 2 weeks ago (cost: $5,000). All are now operational and system is running as expected.
2)  Royal Oaks 
Mr. Smith informed the members that aside from the “pink water” issue from yesterday, water quality has improved with the installation of the additional green sand filter. He also confirmed that he is working on the value proposition previously requested with representatives from Woodard and Curran and Blake Equipment and highlighted a few options being considered.
3) Hampton Woods

Health department is in the process of approving and aside from rectifying a few minor issues with what the state was suggesting (leech 
fields, etc), things are moving along. Water quantity and quality are good at this point.  
Mr. Hitchcock excused himself due to another obligation at 6:55 pm
4) Villages at Long Crossing

Drilling needs to be completed (inclu.7-day test) by November 4th.

Through discussion of item C3 and C4, Mr. Smith was asked to share any legislative or regulatory documentation with the members to refresh old members’ memory and educate new members.  
5) Municipal Water System

There was not a quorum at the September 10, 2015 meeting but Mr. Barmasse and Mr. Smith presented to the Town Council on September 22 to discuss the 2-pronged approach the Task Force is looking at.  This included seeking approval to put out a RfEI seeking potential interest by  Private Water Companies in partnering(Prong 1), as well as looking at potential watershed property purchases to begin a phased interconnection approach (i.e. the beginning of a town water system). Chairman Barmasse also shared some interest expressed by MDC to speak to East Hampton on possible options. Feedback, comments and possible approval on the RfEI will be sought at the next Town Council Meeting (10/13/15). 
D. Sewer Development

1) Hampton Woods Sewer System
See discussion from agenda item 4 in regard to correspondence from 8/31.   
6. Old Business

A. OSHA Report

Mr. Smith shared the results of the OSHA review and informed the members that a meeting is scheduled for October 13, 2015 with the OSHA Representative to review all corrections made in the hopes of reducing the original fines totaling $4,042 (WPCA & Water). It is the expectation that the fine will be reduced by half. 
7. New Business

A. GIS System 
Mr. Smith informed the members that the Town is working with Tighe&Bond to redo the Town GIS System which is the base map layer for the sewer and water system layers. While the current system used for sewer and water, Applied Geographics (AppGeo), works fine. having the same host company as the Town 
will allow for better transparency between the Town/Public Works and Water/Sewer. Discussion turned to a financial comparison of staying with AppGeo or converting over to Tighe&Bond which resulted in a belief that cost will end up being basically the same either way. Members suggested the Town assist with any conversion fees incurred for the water/sewer layers since the Town is the one seeking more transparency and the one changing the base map.
B. Pipe Leakage
Mr. Nesci questioned if an alternative to the costly effort of running camera’s through the pipes to find infiltration could be to purchase portable flow meters and simply monitor the flow at two points to detect significant increases and narrow the length of pipe that needs to be inspected. Mr. Smith shared some other techniques he was made aware of at a recent conference. Pros and cons of multiple techniques were discussed. Mr. Smith will gather some of the recent I&I reports and some more information on viable options and this discussion will continue at future meetings.  
C.  Amended State Statute

Mr. Smith asked for any feedback on the document Mr. Valentine had distributed via email in regard to an amended state statute (as of 10/1/15) that the town (Marlborough in the provided case) can hold a business delinquent if sewer or water bill for 1 year or more. After some clarifications to the statute details were discussed, the members agreed that, given the current collection rates, this is not a major concern at this time.  
8. Adjournment
Mr. Suprono made a motion to adjourn that was seconded by Mr. Wright and unanimously carried; the meeting was adjourned at 8:02 p.m.
