APPROVED MINUTES

The Meeting of the Town of East Hampton Water Pollution Control Authority was held at the Colchester - East Hampton Waste Water Treatment Plant Meeting Room on Tuesday, January 5, 2016 at 6:00 P.M.

1. Call to Order

Chairman Barmasse called the meeting to order at 6:01 p.m. 
2. Approval of Minutes

A. Regular Meeting of December 1, 2015

Upon a motion by Mr. Suprono, seconded by Mr. Nesci, the member’s approved    the Meeting Minutes as presented. Vote 5-0.  Motion Passed.
3. Public Remarks
None

4. Portland Water and Sewer Commission Presentation

Two representatives from Weston & Samson Engineering Firm and one representative from St. Clement’s Castle were welcomed by the members to provide an introduction to a proposed development project that St. Clement’s is looking to begin that would require a sewer agreement with this facility to accept up to 200,000gal/day of waste (up to 150,000gal/day from St. Clements and 50,000 from the Great Hill Pond area of Portland). While there are still outstanding questions related to East Hampton’s involvement (1. Would the governing body be the East Hampton WPCA or the Colchester-East Hampton Joint Facilities? 2. While the option exists, would it be feasible and/or advantageous for East Hampton to link-in additional customers that reside along the 6600ft. distance between St. Clements and the waste facility?), the presenters provided a draft agreement (made part of these minutes) that was already shared with the Portland Water and Sewer Commission and will be presented to the CEHJF at their next meeting in a few weeks. The presenters emphasized the high level presentation being due to the need for authorization/agreement/approval between Portland and East Hampton before the   financial processes for the development project can be triggered and detailed plans can be drawn up. After a Q&A session and many scenarios being discussed by WPCA members, the presenters were thanked with an understanding that more discussion would need to be had before any commitments (in the form of a “Memorandum of Understanding”) are made.  

Review of Correspondence

Mr. Smith shared a list of correspondence for the month of December 2015 (made part of these minutes). After review, members discussed the following correspondence in more detail:

12/17 – Re: Requests sent out to local restaurants requesting the most recent grease trap pump out information and confirmation that each is in compliance with regulations. Mr. Smith stated that almost all entities have responded to date.  
12/18 - Re: The request by owner of 10 Summit Street for a letter explaining the increase in the new water rates. Mr. Smith informed members that the owner wanted something that could be shared with his tenants to explain the increase in rent.  
12/24 – Re: The final invoice for unplugging the 8 inch main associated with Loco Perro Restaurant. Mr. Smith verified that payment has since been received and that moving forward the owner has an agreement with Suburban Sanitation for regular cleaning of the “big dipper” and monitoring of associated lines. 
5. Discussion/Action on the following Committee Reports 

A. Joint Facilities Committee
Chairman Barmasse and Mr. Smith informed members that the Joint Facilities Committee did not meet in December. Mr. Smith did, however, share that the DAF Replacement project is still pending delivery of the RDT unit which is now scheduled for February. 
B. Operations, Management & Budget Committee
1) Budget Status

Mr. Smith shared the reports for the FY 2015/2016 as of 12/29/2015 (made part of these minutes). While there was no significant changes from the last review, Mr. Smith did provide, as requested, a draft of a “new” revenue report related to the Water Systems. As requested he will include % of Budgeted Revenue vs. Actual Collected next month, as well as provide the difference between line item 4100 - Interest and 4121- Sewer Current Interest from the WPCA Operating Budget. 
C. Public Water Systems
1) Village Center 
Mr. Smith informed the members that there were no significant issues since last meeting. 
2)  Royal Oaks 
Mr. Smith informed the members that he is not getting timely responses from the current contractor on a documented improvement plan with associated cost(s). He will continue to push for the information. He also confirmed that while more filters can be installed, they will inhibit access to other areas without disconnection and shifting filters when access is required. Mr. Smith to investigate the filter option on his own and provide cost at next meeting. 
3) Hampton Woods

Mr. Smith informed members that things are moving along. He did inform members that the developer has to finish the sewer installation in order for the bond to be released and issued against the water system installation.  
4) Villages at Long Crossing

No correspondence in months
5) Municipal Water System

Mr. Smith informed members that the RfEI was posted on Monday, January, 4th and will close on February 15th. Therefore, it was agreed that the regularly scheduled Water Development Task Force Meeting on February 11th will be canceled and a special meeting will be scheduled for February 18th. 
D. Sewer Development

1) Hampton Woods Sewer System
Mr. Smith informed members that sewer system development is moving along with connection to the manhole (westbound lane of rt. 66) being imminent. 
2) Portland Water and Sewer

Continuing the conversation from item 4 above, the members had a more detailed discussion (pros and cons) around possible options of additional users as well as JF vs. WPCA as the governing body. Mr. Smith to look into existing agreement with Marlborough, and Colchester’s with Hebron to assess appropriate fee structure.
