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MINUTES OF ORGANIZATIONAL MEETING

OF WATER DEVELOPMENT TASK FORCE
The organizational meeting of the Town of East Hampton’s Water Development Task Force was held at Town of Colchester – Town of East Hampton Water Pollution Control Facility on Thursday, June 12, 2014 at 6:30 P.M. 

In attendance were:  Mark Barmasse, Don Coolican, Tim Csere, Ralph Nesci, Rowland Rux, Ted Hintz and Meg Wright.  All being persons designated as members by the Town Council and constituting the full membership.  Also in attendance were Town Council members Patience Anderson and Barbara Moore, Brownfields Committee Chairperson Carla Sylvester and Vincent F. Susco, Jr. Public Utilities Administrator. Michael Maniscalco, Town Manager was not in attendance.
Mr. Hintz served as acting Chairman of the meeting and Vincent F. Susco served as acting Secretary. 

The Chairman announced that the meeting had been duly called by the Town Council. 

Being duly motioned and seconded the following persons were unanimously nominated as officers of the Task Force to serve until their respective successors are chosen and qualify: 

Chairman: Mark Barmasse 

Vice-Chairman: Tim Csere 

Mr. Barmasse announced that the forenamed persons had been elected to the office set opposite their respective names. The Chairman thereupon took the chair and assumed the discharge of the duties of that office. 

Upon motion by Mr. Hintz seconded by Mr. Csere the member’s unanimously adopted Roberts Rules of Order for conducting all business of the Task Force.

Chairman Barmasse called for agenda item #6 - Discussion of Regular Meeting Dates.  After a lengthy discussion the consensus of the members was to conduct business every 2nd Thursday of the month beginning at 7:30 P.M. at the Colchester East Hampton Water Pollution Control Facility located at 20 Gildersleeve Drive.   Due to the “Old Home Day Ceremony” the July meeting will be held on the 4th Thursday, July 24, 2014.
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Mr. Susco presented agenda item # 8 - Public Water Supply Management Area.  Upon explaining the General Assembly’s 1985 Public Act entailed “An Act Concerning a Connecticut Plan for Public Water Supply Coordination” and the resultant planning process known as the Water Utility Coordinating Committee (WUCC) he explained the desire of the State’s Public Health Department (DOHS) to alter the boundaries.

The DOHS is proposing two possibilities both of which will move the Town of East Hampton from its current Southeastern Connecticut WUCC.  The members discussed at length the positives and negatives of such a move and by consensus agreed the potable water needs of East Hampton would be bettered served if the Town were to be incorporated into the newly formed Lower Connecticut River Valley WUCC.

Mr. Susco was authorized to draft a response capturing the views of the members for the Town Manager’s signature which must be submitted to the DOHS prior to July 15, 2014.
There being no further business requiring members action or consideration, on motion duly made, seconded and carried, the meeting was adjourned.
