3. Legal Notice:  Mr. Carey read the legal into the record.
Mr. Wall moved to approve the posted legal notice.  Motion was seconded by Mr. Martin. 
The motion carried unanimously.
4. Approval of Minutes.
a. November 5, 2012 Regular Meeting:

Mr. Flannery moved, and Mr. Wall seconded, to approve the minutes of the November 5, 2012 meeting.

5. Application Dan Riedinger, 13 Holly Drive to reduce the rear yard setback from 50’ to 20’ to construct an addition and garage.  M07A/L56/B14-12; Mr. Riedinger was before the ZBA to request a variance to construct an addition and a garage, neither additions will extend any further than the current existing home.  The applicant would like to square off the existing home to make it a complete rectangle.  
Chairman Nichols asked if there was anyone present to speak in favor or against this application.  Hearing none-

Mr. Flannery moved to approve the applicant of Dan Riedinger, 13 Holly Drive to 
reduce the rear yard setback from 50’ to 20’ to construct an addition and garage.  
M07A/L56/B14-12 stating the hardship is the location of the existing home on the 
lot.

Mr. Flannery recused himself from this application.  Mr. Flannery asked Mr. Keegan 
be the alternate seated in his absent.

Chairman Nichols seated Mr. Keegan for this application.  
6. Application Robert Goodwin, 55 Day Point Road, to increase the maximum height from 30’ to 38’ to reconstruct a single family home.  M10A/L83/B36A-7. 

Mr. Goodwin informed the agency that due to the fact they are located down near lake level they are unable to put a basement therefore would like to go a foot above grade in order to place a crawl space for storage.  Behind this property is parking and a neighbors yards therefore this would not block the view for any abutting neighbor.  
Chairman Nichols asked if there was anyone present to speak in favor or against this application. 

Brian Flannery stated that due to the fact that the home will need to be raised up they 
would also like to place the mechanics under the home and this would allow for that.

Mr. Keegan moved to approve the application of Robert Goodwin, 55 Day Point Road, to increase the maximum height from 30’ to 30’ to reconstruct a single family home, M10A/B83/Lot36A-7, with the hardship being no having the ability to dig down therefore needing to elevate their foot print, and creating the space to place their mechanicals and keep them out of the water table and away from any flooding.  Motion was seconded by Mr. Martin.
