The East Hampton Arts & Cultural Commission meeting was held on Dec. 18 at 6:30 p.m. in the town hall meeting room – all commissioners were present.

There were also grammatical corrections under Old Business B 
Old Business
A.      East Hampton Arts & Culture Grant Application. 
Minor suggestions and questions were offered by commission members. A comma was added after the word excellence in the EHACC mission statement. 
Member wondered if the question Are you a 501 ©3 is necessary since it won’t have any bearing on our decision to award the grant. They also questioned whether it is necessary to ask if the applicant is seeking other funding. Under Assessment and the Success of the project, commission members felt grant recipients should provide a progress report on their project six months after the grant is awarded for accountability purposes. A final report would also be required in a year’s time. Grant seekers should be aware that part of the approval process may include an interview with the EHACC. The date on the grant application should be 2015 not 2014. The amount of the grants - $300 will be added. Grant information will be publicized in the Rivereast Newspaper, on Facebook and by email in January. Deadline to submit application is March 1. Applications should be dropped off or mailed to town hall or emailed to arts@easthamptonct.org  Commission members will review applications individually by March 10. Applicant interviews if needed, will be held at the EHACC March 19 meeting. Grants will be awarded mid- April. Carol Lane will write and submit the information about the grants to the newspaper, including information on where the grant application would be posted on the town web site. Kristen Welch offered her phone number as a contact. 
B.      Spring Meet and Greet Ideas and Commission Outreach – hold a spring meet and greet in May at a different location, perhaps the Goff House, the library, senior center, Epoch Arts. Perhaps grant recipients could be invited to share about their project? An informational program could be offered during meet and greet, eg. a speaker on applying for funding. 
C.      Art purchase award for2015 by the EHACC will go to the Middle Haddam Library. EHACC will attend the library board meeting in January to let them know that the commission will purchase a piece of artwork for the library. The artwork will be selected at the Art Association of East Hampton art show to be held June 20 during the Village Strawberry Fest. The amount to spend on art will be determined at the next meeting in January.

Financial Update – our financial status is the same as last month, nothing has been spent so far. Future commitments, projects will be discussed at the next meeting in January. 

Commissioners Reports & Events – Friends of the Village will meet the second Thursday in January at the Goff House Museum to discuss the First Friday in the Village, which is expected to begin in February. The Senior Center choral group needs a piano player during the day on Wednesdays at 1:30 p.m. for an hour. 
Festival of New Artists will be held at Goodspeed with backstage tours at 10, 11 and 12 on Jan. 17.  Which is open to the public.
