1. Call to Order- Chairman Greeno called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.
2. Approval of Minutes:  June 12, 2013 – Chairman Greeno motioned to approve the June 12 minutes as written, seconded by Vice Chairman Dawidowicz.  Motion approved: 4-Yes; 1-Absent  Motion passed.
3. Public Comment – Elizabeth from the Rivereast newspaper introduced herself to the board members.
4. New Business
A. C-Pace – Vice-Chairman Dawidowicz described C-Pace as a way to finance clean energy through the State of CT.  The board members discussed the advantages of adopting C-Pace for the Town Councils’ approval.  Vice Chairman Dawidowicz motioned to adopt C-Pace for the Town Councils’ approval with the added intent of receiving reimbursement from C-Pace for costs accrued by the town, seconded by Chairman Greeno. 4-Yes; 1-Absent  Motion approved.
B. Educational Initiatives – The members discussed various ways of promoting clean energy education for the public such as having representatives from CL&P, clean water, CT GEO Thermal Assoc. and C-Pace do a presentation at future meetings and advertising it in the Rivereast to encourage public attendance.  Vice-Chairman Dawidowicz suggested a town website specific to the Clean Energy Task Force where the public would have the opportunity to post comments and suggestions.  
C. Goals for the Task Force – The members discussed and suggested goals such as benchmarking of the town buildings, reaching out to CL&P for assistance with the town streetlights, reaching out to SLAM and the building committee.  Chairman Greeno suggested that the board be split into 2 groups: 1 to cover the commercial needs and 1 group to cover the residential (school) needs.
D. Marketing/Media Information – Chairman Greeno stated that the State of CT would provide brochures and marketing material.  Vice-Chairman Dawidowicz suggested having the Rivereast post updates in an effort to inform the public.  The members discussed kiosks at town events as well as having a clean energy campaign in town.
E. Budget Needs – The town manager explained the budget process and that the marketing material would be covered by the money that is allocated in the budget.
5. Public Comment – Genevieve, a representative from C-Pace, was present to explain C-Pace and the process to the members.  She informed the members that the first step is for the town to pass a resolution and when that is complete then the town can submit a C-Pace application.  The town will receive Clean Energy points for adopting C-Pace which she explained was an added benefit.
6. Adjournment – Chairman Greeno motioned to adjourn at 7:20 p.m., seconded by Peter D’Addario.  5-Yes; 0-No Meeting adjourned.
